(6th October – 7th November)


In this topic the children look at the way each of us is invited to belong to God’s special family through Baptism and Confirmation. God invites each of us to share in his life and his work. There are many stories both in the Bible and in the history of the Church of the invitations God has given to his people and their lives of love, obedience and service. All Saints Day on November 2nd celebrates the lives of ordinary people who have responded to God’s invitation.





Suggestions for home activities


Take your child to the Church in which they were baptised and show them the font. Tell them about that special day. Show them any cards, photographs, dress, candles you still have. 





Either buy or borrow from the library, a children’s book of saints and read some of the stories.























































































































































































































BIRTHDAYS


(17th November – till end of term)


The final topic for the term is Birthdays. The experience of birthdays gives one perspective on the Season of Advent. The children, more immediately than adults, experience the sense of anticipation and longing which their birthday brings. This is related to Advent as the time we make preparations for Jesus’ birthday at Christmas. 








Suggestions for home activities


Use a religious Advent calendar so that your child is reminded that Christmas is a celebration of Christ’s birth.


Research some Advent customs from around the world.


If your child is invited to a friend’s birthday party get your child to make a birthday card rather than buy one.
