	Recognise some religious stories
	Recognise some religious signs and symbols and use some religious words and phrases
	Recognise that people because of their religion act in a particular way

	‘Here I Am’ expectations
‘Year One’
	They will be able to retell, in their own words, the story of ‘David’s walk’ and describe what he enjoyed.
They will know that psalms are songs which give praise and thanks to God and that senses are a gift from God.
Recognise the five senses and describe how they use them.

	They will recognise simple details of the Rite of Baptism and the sign of the cross.

They will be able to describe how babies are invited and welcomed into the Church family at Baptism.

Identify the different sorts of invitations that families receive.
	
	Talk or write about everyone having a birthday and recognise that people like to celebrate birthdays.
They will be able to describe Advent as a special time of waiting to celebrate the birthday of Jesus at Christmas.

They will be able to describe some of the ways we celebrate Advent and will be able to retell some of the Christmas stories.

	Retell some special stories about religious events and people
	Use religious words and phrases to describe some religious actions and symbols
	Describe some ways in which religion is lived out by believers
	Ask and respond to questions about my own and others’ experiences and feelings
	Ask questions about what I and others wonder about and realise that some of these questions are difficult to answer

	‘Here I Am’ expectations
‘Year Two’
	They will be able to recall words and phrases from some psalms explored and compose their own psalm or small group litany of praise and thanks.
Identify and name the skills they possess at present and those they hope to develop one day.

They will understand that skills are gifts from God and explain a prayer skill they have developed.
	They will describe what happens at the celebration of Baptism.
They will know that Baptism is a special invitation to belong to the family of Jesus. 

Classify and describe different sorts of invitations they receive. 


	
	Describe feelings associated with waiting for a birthday, and Advent as a four-week period of longing for Christmas, the birthday of Jesus.
They will be able to recognise and explain how waiting and longing are part of the Christmas stories.

	Make links between religious stories and beliefs


	Use a developing religious vocabulary to give reasons for religious actions and symbols
	Give reasons for certain actions by believers
	Make links to show how feelings and beliefs affect my own behaviour  and that of others
	Compare my own and other peoples’ ideas about questions that are difficult to answer

	‘Here I Am’ expectations
‘Years 3 & 4’
	They will be able to discuss the emotions expressed in the psalms and what these say about the writer’s belief in God.
Make links between their emotions and their behaviour.

They will be able to explain a new prayer skill.

(Prayer journal).


	They will be able to explain Baptism and Confirmation as God’s calling to belong to the Church.
They can give examples of Jesus calling people to be with him.

Explain what different invitations ask of them. 
	
	Explain that some birthdays are celebrated in a special way because they mark important stages in life.
They will be able to make links between the Scripture they have explored and some Advent and Christmas traditions.

	Use religious terms to show an understanding of different liturgies
	Show understanding of how religious belief shapes life

	‘Here I Am’ expectations
‘Years 5 & 6’
	They will be able to use Scripture passages to explain what Christians believe about God. They will be able to discuss how people are made in God’s image and likeness. 
Describe some human gifts and qualities they have and would like to have and why.

They will be able to explain the usefulness of journal writing.
	They will be able to explain how the Sacrament of Confirmation is an invitation and the significance of the renewal of Baptismal promises and anointing in the celebration. 
They will be able to discuss what the Scripture passages explored say about God’s call and the gift of the Holy Spirit. 
	
	Explain the importance of Advent and Christmas as the Church’s seasons of preparing for and celebrating the birthday of Jesus, the Son of God. 
They will know most of the stories that tell of the birth of Jesus, be familiar with the relevant passages from Isaiah, Luke and Matthew and be able to talk about significant events.
