Ideas not in HIA end of topic expectations 


	They will be able to retell, in their own words, the story of ‘David’s walk’ and describe what he enjoyed.
They will know that psalms are songs which give praise and thanks to God and that senses are a gift from God.


	Children recognise signs and symbols of prayer time. Joining hands, silence, music, candle, crucifix etc.

Use words and phrases such as ‘In the name of …’, ‘Amen’
	Children will recognise that it is important to say thank you to God and to each other. 

Children recognise that they can use their senses to pray.
Children recognise that using their senses pleases God.
	Recognise the five senses and describe how they use them.
Children encouraged to compose a portfolio of special things to use as a stimulus for talking about themselves
	Use stimulus questions at the bottom of HIA folder page 49.
Use teaching in Relate about God’s creation as stimulus.

	They will be able to describe ‘David’s walk’ and make a link between the walk and the psalm.

They will be able to compose psalms of praise and thanks to God.

They will be able to recall words and phrases from some psalms explored and compose their own psalm or small group litany of praise and thanks.

They will understand that skills are gifts from God…

Ideas not in HIA end of topic expectations
	They know that God is the Creator and giver of skills.
Make comparisons between some psalms explored and some written by them.
They will be able to discuss the emotions expressed in the psalms and what these say about the writer’s belief in God.
They will be able to discuss how believing in God makes a difference to the psalmist in everyday life.


	They will be able to explain a new prayer skill.


	They will be able to explain a new prayer skill.


	Identify different skills used in different places, compare different skills and their importance.
Make links between their emotions and their behaviour.

They will be able to discuss the emotions expressed in the psalms and what these say about the writer’s belief in God.

	They will be able to use Scripture passages to explain what Christians believe about God. They will be able to discuss how people are made in God’s image and likeness. 
Describe some human gifts and qualities they have and would like to have and why.

They will be able to explain the usefulness of journal writing.
	
	They will be able to discuss how believing in God makes a difference to the psalmist in everyday life.
Using work from pp. 52-53 and Copy-master B on p. 56, children demonstrate understanding by making links between scripture and how they and Christians live their lives.

	Children give examples of how they and others respond to the belief that they are made in God’s image.

	Using Matthew 5: 45-48 and Paul’s Letter to the Colossians 3: 12-17, (Copy-master B, p. 56) Children reflect on experience of hatred and having enemies in the light of teaching from scripture.
