Let the children select a hymn or song to Gather from those they have learnt that evokes emotion e.g. Give me joy in my heart.

	WORD ~ LISTEN
	Read psalm 46: from Copy master B God’s Story 3 p46. If possible put the picture that goes with it on IWB.



	RESPONSE 
	Play extracts from various classical sources as background music. (Those that will evoke emotion e.g. Adagio for strings – Barber, Swan lake, Can Can). Invite the children to develop their understanding by completing a promise card.

Place these into a box that can be closed on the focus table. Listen to the music.

	Some sample ideas
	Down the trunk of a tree have different qualities listed that the children would aspire to owning. Ask each child to select one and keep it in mind. Help them identify how they could develop this quality and put it into practise. When they have put it into operation ask them to add a lead on a branch of the tree. The tree will eventually ‘bloom’ with these qualities.
