2.3 The Good News
About this topic

This topic is designed to develop the children’s knowledge and understanding of the joy that Jesus brings and to reflect on how we can bring joy to others. The children will learn that Jesus brings the good news of God’s love through his miracles and so turns sadness into joy. 
Where the topic fits in
This topic builds on previous learning in Year One during the topic 1.4 ‘Following Jesus’ that encouraged the children to reflect on how they can be followers of Jesus. It builds on 1.6 ‘Miracles’ from which the children learnt that Jesus performed miracles to show God’s love and compassion to people.
Prior learning
It is helpful if children have reflected on their good news and how it makes them feel. The children will have been introduced to some of the miracles of Jesus.
