About this topic

This topic is designed to develop the children’s knowledge and understanding of the celebration of the Mass. The children will learn about the readings at Mass and why they should listen to them. They will know what happens at the Offertory and that the bread and wine are changed into Jesus. 
Where the topic fits in
This topic builds on previous learning in Year One during the topic 1.4 ‘Families & Celebrations’ where the children learnt about some celebrations that take place in church.
