4.1 The Bible
About this topic
In this topic the children will learn that the Bible tells us about God and his love for us. They will learn some Old Testament stories and be introduced to some important religious themes like trusting in God and prayer. They will be given the opportunity to develop their research skills by looking up Bible references. 
Where this topic fits in
This topic builds on previous learning about Creation and the Old Testament figures of Abraham, Moses and Daniel in Key Stage 1.

Prior learning
It would be helpful if children have some knowledge of the Bible as a book which is composed of the Old and New Testament.
