5.2 The Commandments

About this topic

In this topic the children will be introduced to the Ten Commandments. They will learn that God gave the Ten Commandments to Moses as a gift to help us to live as God wants. In the latter part of the topic the children will learn how God sent Jesus, his only Son, to help us live the commandments.

Where this topic fits in
This topic builds on work on Moses in Year 2 during the topic ‘The Chosen People’ and in Year 4 during the topic ‘The Bible’. It continues the theme of the Nativity which is taught throughout the programme.
Prior learning
It would be useful if the children had knowledge of Moses and the exodus of the Israelites from Egypt.
