The ‘Justice’ topic has two assessment tasks and a self assessment sheet on the blue assessment CD. Before teaching the topic you should choose one assessment task to complete with the children at an appropriate time. 

6.2 ‘ Justice’ (CAFOD) covers AT 1 strand (iii) Level 2 & AT 2 strand (i) Level 5 (ii) Levels 2 & 4. 

Please note that question 2. ‘Do you think people should help CAFOD, why or why not?’ is asking for reasons for certain actions. It is more appropriate to place this question within AT 1 (iii) Level 3. Consequently, 6.2 ‘Justice’ (CAFOD) covers AT 1 (iii) Levels 2 & 3; AT 2 (i) Level 5 (ii) Level 4. I have inserted the driver words that correspond to each level.
6.2 ‘Justice’ covers AT 1 strand (iii) Level 3 & 5; AT 2 (i) Level 3 & 6

Please note that it is more appropriate to place question 2 within AT 2 (i) at Level 4-5 than AT 1 (iii) Level 5. Again, question 3, about the government in El Salvador, is focused upon beliefs and values and ought to be placed in AT 2 (i) at Level 5. Consequently,
