Together

Leader: 
Good morning, everyone. Let’s make the sign of the cross… in the name of the Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit. When Christian’s make this sign it sends a message to other people that they remember Jesus Christ who died on a cross. Perhaps you can think of other ways of sending messages… (invite ideas!) 

Reader: 
One way, Chinese whispers, when we whisper a message to someone and tell them to pass it on, doesn’t always come out right! 

We need to listen very carefully and speak clearly when an important message has to be passed on. Perhaps we could sing something to remind us of that REJOICE 1: 73 

“Spread the News” v.1. 

Leader: 
Now Jesus’ friends were so glad that he had come back to them… with new life… but now he was telling them that he had to go away again to his Father (in heaven). If he wasn’t there how could they be sure that they could pass on the Good News about Jesus? 

(REJOICE 1:71) “Pass it on, pass it on. Tell the Good News of Jesus” (twice). 
The Word of God

Leader: 
The Lord be with you. 

All: 

And also with you. 

Leader: 
A reading from John. 

All: 

Glory to you, Lord. 

Reader: 
{can be read in parts} 
“I shall be with you only a little longer. 

Don’t worry. I will not leave you all alone. 

I will ask my Father and my Father will give you another friend to be with you forever. 

This friend, the Helper, 

will help you to remember all the things I have done – 

and everything I have told you. 

Reader: This is the Word of the Lord. 

All: Thanks be to God.

Leader: 
The reading tells us that Jesus tried to make his friends stop worrying. Think quietly now about how he tried to do that. Do you think he can help us too? Sit quietly and think about some of his words… “I will not leave you alone”… “my Father will give you another friend to be with you forever.” 

Now we can say a prayer thanking God for giving us a Helper. 
All: Thank you God 
For always being with me. 

Thank you God 
For giving us your special Helper. 

Thank you God 
For caring about us. 

Thank you God 
For helping us to find the right words to say. 

Thank you God 
Invite the children to add their own “Thank you” Prayers. 

Perhaps we sing the second verse of “Spread the News” 

Leader: What could you do to pass on the message of Jesus’ love for everyone?… at school… at home? {Invite ideas} 

Prayer: 
Child 1: Dear Jesus, 

I have been listening 

to some of the things you 

once said to your people. 

Child 2: They were lucky 

to hear you speak, 

to see you. 

Child 3: I am glad they told others, 

what you said, 

because now 

I can know those words, too {“Jesus it’s me!” by Sr. Monica Wyard} 

Let’s finish with a prayer. 
Final Prayer: 
All: Please, Jesus, let me be a good messenger and remember what I have to say. Thank you for helping me. 
Perhaps you could finish by singing Rejoice 1:74 v1 & 2 “Jesus’ Messengers”
