Work already done on the topic “Treasure”

Gathering Together
 {You will perhaps need to explain to the children what their treasure will be… not something expensive but something which they love, something they attach great importance to.} 
Leader: We’re gathering together to think about how lucky we are to have something we treasure, 

something of our very own. But first we shall light our candle to remind us that Jesus Christ is with
us, sharing our lives, our world. We’ll sing our song about God’s world, full of treasures… 

Rejoice1:23 “All around is treasure we can see 

Every bird and every tree, 

Seem to speak of God’s goodness; 

Speak to me of God’s goodness.” 
or another appropriate song e.g. HON 30 “All the Nations of the Earth”. 
Leader: Perhaps we can share our treasure with another person… explain why its so precious to you… and 
when we have all done that sit quietly and think about the ‘story’ you have heard… then we can put our 
treasures on the table. 
{Pause and let the children experience a quiet moment}.
The Word of God

 Child 1: God knows that all these things are special to us. Sometimes people sing songs or make up poems about their “treasured” possession/”treasure”. 

Child 2: We remember that David wrote special songs about the beautiful world God had made. 

Child 3: But we are really precious in God’s eyes. Let’s listen to what Jesus said about God’s love for everyone. 

Reader: A reading from Luke’s Story, Chapter 12: 

Jesus said, “Just think about the wild flowers. Not even Solomon the greatest King our people ever had was dressed as beautifully as one of these flowers. God clothes these wild flowers so beautifully, flowers which are here today and gone tomorrow, burned up in the heat of the sun. You can be sure that God will take even greater care of you. Never be upset or worried. God your Father knows all your needs and will take care of you.” {based on Luke 12:27-28, 29-30} 

This is the word of the Lord 

All: Thanks be to God

Response to the Word

Leader: The beauty of God’s world is all around us. The things we treasure are here with us. But what is most precious to God? Think about Jesus’ words… “you can be sure that God will take even greater care of you.” King Solomon didn’t ask God for rich treasure. What he wanted most was wisdom.. that is… to know the secrets of God’s heart. Jesus has told us the best secret… how much God loves us! Let’s say thank you to God for his love. {Encourage the children to say their own prayers of thanks and praise} e.g.
Child 1: We praise you, Lord, for the summer days when we can play outside. 

All: Help us to treasure all you have made. 

Child 2: We praise you, Lord, for the stars and the planets. 

All: Help us to treasure all you have made etc.
Going Forth

Final Prayer: God of our world thank you for the message that Jesus brings. 

It is good to know you treasure us. Help us to treasure all you have made. 
{Perhaps you could sing Rejoice1:23 vv 1, 2, 3 or HON 30 ‘All the Nations of the Earth”}
