Key Stage Two 
“With all my heart I turn to you.

Focal Point: Candle 

Flowers 

Crucifix or Picture of Christ 

Two white toilet rolls 

Any work done on the topic “Change”

Gathering Together
 Leader: We’re coming together to think more deeply about ourselves, our moods… feelings… 

how others see us and… how we see ourselves. Someone who sees into our hearts is God and in all the changes that happen to us God is always there. So we shall make the Sign of the Cross and sing together. 

(If Rejoice 1:48 is not familiar to the children you could perhaps choose another suitable song e.g. HON 362 ‘My Love for you will Never Leave you’). 
All: With all my heart I turn to you 

Teach me your ways, I’ll follow you 

Your Word, O God, is good and true; 

Help us all to follow you. 

(Rejoice 1:48) 
Leader: We’ve been reflecting on our good points and bad points. Perhaps a few of you who have thought about any bad points would like to come forward… of course, you don’t need to say exactly what it is! (In any class, a great deal of trust is built up among teacher and children, but personal privacy should be respected).When we’re not exactly happy about how we’re behaving we can get knotted up, tied up inside. (Perhaps with help… the leader/teacher could unroll the white tissue twisting it around the children standing up).
The Word of God
 Child 1: We know that Peter, one of the special friends of Jesus, found it hard to stand up for him… and

 Jesus predicted that he would let him down! Listen to some of the story. 

Child 2: A reading from God’s story according to Mark, Chapter 14. 

All: Glory to you, Lord. 

Rea             

Leader: ‘… the maid saw him again and said to the people standing there: “He is one of them” and again Peter denied it. A little later, those who were standing by said to Peter, “Surely you are one of them. You must be, you come from Galilee too!” But Peter started cursing and swearing. “I do not know this man you are talking about.” Just then the cock crowed a second time. Peter remembered what Jesus had said… he broke down and cried.’ 

This is the word of the Lord 
All: Thanks be to God.
Response to the Word

Leader: Reflect on the story quietly… Peter was a man who had stayed loyal to Jesus for a long time.

What made him act in such an irrational/mixed up way? Do you feel sorry for him?… and how did he make 
up for his weakness? 
{Perhaps you could invite the children to make up their own prayers expressing the idea of making a change 
in their behaviour in some way} e.g:
Child 1: Loving God, help me to be a more loyal friend… 

Child 2: Loving God, help me to join in cheerfully with a game even when I’m not on the same side as my friend. 

Child 3: Loving God, help me to be more considerate at home. 

{And as you do, explain that God makes us “whole” again, when we want to change for the better, by 

rolling the toilet tissue up again… or ask a child to do it!} 
Teacher/Leader: 
When we turn to God and we make a change in our lives then we can be like a new person… (hold up the 

untouched roll of tissue) not just a little bit better! (Hold up the “untidy” roll of tissue!)
Going Forth

Leader: So as we look at the candle on our table we remember that it is a symbol of Jesus who loves us
 always. He said: “Peace I give to you. My own peace I leave with you.”
Let us give each other a sign of peace… (invite children to share handshakes, hugs… whatever is appropriate). 
Final Song: Perhaps quietly listen to some verses of REJOICE2:51 ‘Just for a Change’ and join in the chorus or another appropriate song e.g. HON 323 ‘Lord have Mercy’, 683 ‘Come back to me’ or ‘Sing it in the Valleys’.
