God’s Story 3: (based on Revelations 21:1-5)
Leader: Today we’re going to think about how God has loved us before the beginning of time. God has created a world full of treasures for humankind to enjoy and we are called God’s treasures too! Let us sing “Signs of Love” (Rejoice2:25) as we begin our liturgy. (or another appropriate song e.g. ‘Laudato sii’ HON 294 or ‘Be Still, for the Presence of the Lord’ Our Songs No.33). Just look for a moment at the different pictures of our world… (depending upon the pictures you have collected, describe the different situations depicted)… wealth/poverty, good health/sickness, joy/sadness etc.
The Word of God

Reader: We know that not everything is as God really wants it to be. Jesus came to bring the Good News to give us all hope for a better world. Listen to what John, one of the disciples of Jesus, dreamt about… its like looking into the mind of God. 

All: Alleluia! Alleluia! Alleluia! {sung}. 

Reader: The reading is taken from the Book of Revelation 21:1-5. 

All: Glory to you, Lord. 

Reader: In my mind, I saw this picture of a bright new universe. Nothing bad in it. I saw 
a beautiful new city. Everything was prepared… ready for people to live in it. And I 
heard a voice which said: ‘God has come to live with you here. God will make a home 
among you. You will be God’s People and God will be your God. God will take away all your sadness and wipe the tears from your eyes. There will be no more hurt, no more pain, no more suffering, no more dying. For all these things are finished and gone. And the great voice said, “Write all this down – you can trust what I say.”
Response to the Word

Leader: How do you feel when you hear John’s dream? Think about the words or phrases which strike you… which ideas do you treasure?… Now let us ask God for those things we need for ourselves or for others.
 Litany of Thanks: 
Thank you Lord, for all the treasures you have showered on us… Thank you, Lord 

Help us to share your love with others… 

{Encourage the children to make up their own prayers of thanks and prayers for sharing “treasures”}
Going Forth

In “Jesus Calls” p.25 is a poem the children could read together called Treasures:
Treasures: What priceless treasures 

you possess: 

the goodness of your heart, 

the joy of your smile, 

the skills of your hands 

and your intelligence! 

Will you share them generously?
