Focal point: Bible (opened at Genesis 1) 

creation posters/pictures 

a candle 

Leader (invite everyone to become quiet) 

Let’s listen to a song. (play tape of ‘In the Beginning’ – Rejoice CD) 

First of all God said ‘Let there be light!’. Our candle is a reminder of God with us from the beginning and always. 

Reader
The word ‘Genesis’ means ‘beginning’. The first book of the Bible is called the Book of Genesis. It tells us the story of creation’s beginning in God. 

In the beginning 

Only God. 

No earth, no light, nothing. 

Then God said: 

‘Let there be light!’ 

And there was. 

God made the sky and sea, rivers and lakes, 

and the earth rich in plants and trees.
