Key Stage 2 
“A special person makes a difference”

Gathering 
Together 
Focal Point: Posters/collage of special people researched by children. 

Candles (one bigger than the rest) Bible (opened at Luke 4:14-22) or a “scroll” like the Jewish writings (Create a reflective atmosphere with some quiet music) 

Leader: Good morning everyone. We will first light one candle to show that Jesus, whom Christians call, ‘the light of the world’ is with us in a special way. At this time of year, during this season, we are very aware that we need light in the darkness.
Now we have been finding out about some special people… people who help us; who guide us as good leaders or have inspired others. 

As we light candles for them… quietly, in your hearts, thank God for the special person you have included in the display. 

(Choose some children to light the rest of the candles)

 Reader 1: We’re going to hear a story now told by Luke about the time when 

many people began to realise that there was something special 

about Jesus… (perhaps sing the Celtic “Alleluia”) 

Reader 2: The Holy Gospel according to Luke 

All: 
     Glory to you, Lord. 
Jesus, filled with the Holy Spirit, returned to Galilee. News about him spread all through that place. He came to Nazareth where he had been brought up and went into the synagogue as he usually did. He stood up to read.
He was given a scroll of the prophet Isaiah. He unrolled the scroll and found the place where it is written: “The Spirit of the Lord is upon me for he has chosen me to bring good news to the poor, to heal the broken hearted… He has sent me to free those who are oppressed in any way.” He rolled up the scroll, gave 

it back to the scroll-keeper and sat down. All the people in the synagogue 

were looking at him as he said: “These words are coming true today 

while you are hearing them being read.”

Everyone was impressed by him and marvelled at 

the powerful words he spoke. 

Reader:
The Word of the Lord 

All: 

Praise to you, Lord Jesus Christ
Response to 
the Word
Now imagine what effect the words Jesus spoke had on the listeners… the Lord has chosen me… to bring good news…heal the broken hearted… Think of some word(s) that struck you in the story. Can you remember something Jesus did which made a difference to someone?


Leader: Perhaps we can join in this prayer now. 

Child 1: Jesus! It is he! 

He’s coming! 

Jesus is among us, 

with us, 

like one of us. 

All: Jesus is the one. 
Child 2: Jesus is the one who speaks 

of God and tells us 

that God is a loving parent. 

All: Jesus is the one. 
Child 3: Our minds are made up 

we will walk with Jesus, 

and discover new life 

All: Jesus is the one.

Going Forth
