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You may like to make a focal 

point of a Bible opened at Revelation 21,
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a couple of new beginnings cards, 
(e.g. Welcome to your New Home, 

Good Luck with your New Job),

a scented candle with a reviving 

fragrance (lemon would be suitable)

and a few brightly coloured flowers,

to help you as you pray together.
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Let us listen to this passage from the

Book of Revelation, the last book in the 

Bible. It describes the New Jerusalem,

the heavenly city. In vision, John sees 

the end of the world and the 

beginning of the new world that is to 

come. 

A reading from the book of Revelation (21:2-5)

Then I saw a new heaven and a 
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new earth. The first heaven and 

the first earth disappeared, and 

the sea vanished. And I saw the 

Holy City, the new Jerusalem,

coming down out of heaven from

God, prepared and ready, 

like a bride dressed to meet 

her husband. I heard a loud 

voice speaking from the throne:

“Now God’s home is with mankind! 

He will love them and they shall 

be his people. God himself will 

be with them, and he will be their 

God. He will wipe away all tears from 

their eyes. There will be no more death, 

no more grief or crying or pain. The old 

things have disappeared.

This is the Word of the Lord

Thanks be to God

John wrote his Book of Revelation following the widespread persecution of the early Christians. Exiled to the island of Patmos, he wrote to show how, in spite of everything, Jesus would keep his promise, never to abandon those who believe in him.
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Take this opportunity to remind yourself of Jesus’ constant presence in your life. You may like to pray for a deepening of your own faith, or a new beginning for the areas of your life which have lacked faith and trust in Jesus.
