Have a Bible opened 

at either the beginning of Genesis or at Solomon’s 

prayer for wisdom in the Book of Wisdom 9: 1-6. 

You may also like to have a copy of ‘Passion for 

the Possible’ by Daniel J O’Leary 

opened at ‘The dearest freshness’ (p17)


Daniel O’Leary quotes this beautiful passage 
from Teilhard de Chardin (Le Milieu Divin)
‘Through every cleft, the world we perceive floods us with riches
—food for the body, nourishment for the eyes, the harmony of sounds and fullness of the heart, unknown phenomena and new truths—all these treasures, all these stimuli, all these calls coming to us from the four corners of the world, cross our consciousness at every moment. What is their role within us? They will merge into the most intimate life of our soul, and either develop it or poison it.’
Daniel O’Leary continues: ‘Because of the revelation that happened at the incarnation we can now be certain that the kingdom of God is within, that the Holy Spirit is at work in our innermost being, that we look for God not ‘out there’ anymore, but waiting to be discovered in our deepest self.

Even a partial awareness of this unbelievable mystery of divine surrender to our hearts brings a challenging responsibility to the way we live. Our style of life is profoundly affected by our belief that God somehow needs us to continually keep co-creating the world with him.’

Take some time to reflect on these awesome ideas. Our world is flooded with God’s treasures. Every cleft of our lives is blessed and nourished by the goodness of God, revealed to us through our wonderful world and the people in it. The custodianship of these treasures is both a privilege and a responsibility.
Think about this prayer from the Gaelic Prayer Carmina Gadelica . It tells of a Universal Church entrusted to us through the goodness of God.

May the white-winged angels encircle thee around.


May they guide thy footsteps upon the holy ground.





Thine be the might of river, of earth and sea 


and sky.


Thine be the might of rushing wind, the might 


from God on high.





Walk the way of kindness, walk the way of right, 


Walk the way of wisdom, walk the way of light.





Travelling moor-land, travelling town-land, travelling moss-land, long and wide,


God the Son about your feet, gold-bright angels at your side.





May God make safe to you each steep,


May God make safe to you each pass, 


May God make clear to you each road,
