LEVELS OF ATTAINMENT – BABIES
LEVEL 1
Pupils will be able to talk about their own experiences and feelings around people who have cared for them. (AT2i)

They will be able to say what they wonder about caring for babies and being a parent. (AT2ii)

They will be able to recognise the story of Mary and Joseph looking after Jesus  as a religious story. (AT1i)

They will be able to recognise that a psalm is a form of prayer. (AT1ii)

They will be able to recognise some phrases from Psalms 63 and 28 and use some religious words in a Litany. (AT1ii)

LEVEL 2

Pupils will be able to ask and respond to questions about babies’ needs and how and why they are cared for. (AT2i)

They will be able to recall some phrases from the psalms and reading that describe God as a loving father and mother of all. (AT1i)

They will be able to use some religious words and phrases to write a litany or a psalm as a form of prayer. They will be able to choose psalms for prayer and celebration. (AT1ii)

They will be able to ask questions about what they and others wonder about caring for babies and God caring for us and realise that some of these questions are difficult to answer. (AT2ii)
LEVEL 3
Pupils will be able to make links between some Scripture passages (including the stories of Zephaniah & Hannah, Abraham & Sarah, Rebecca & Isaac, Elizabeth & Zechariah) and belief in God’s joy in people and babies as gifts. (AT1i)
They will be able to use a developing religious vocabulary to give reasons why journaling is a prayer skill. (AT1ii)

They will be able to make links to show how belief in God’s joy in people affects their behaviour and that of others. (AT2i)

They will be able to talk about and share with others the difficult questions they have around ‘Babies bring joy’ and compare their findings. (AT2ii)

LEVEL 4

Pupils will be able to use a range of Scripture, (including Psalms, Gospels and Old Testament), ideas, feelings and experiences to show understanding of God as a caring, loving parent. (AT1i)

They will be able to show understanding of how belief in God as a loving parent shapes people’s lives. (AT1iii)  

They will able to show how belief in God as a caring parent informs theirs and others’ decisions. (AT2i)
They will be able to engage with questions such as ‘What does it mean to be a parent’ in the light of their learning. (AT2ii)

LEVEL 5
Pupils will be able to root the Christian belief in God as loving parent in a range of Scripture and explain how this belief arose. (AT1i) 

They will be able to reflect upon and explain how the values and beliefs expressed in the Our Father inspire and influence them and others to relate to God in a new way. (AT2i)

They will be able to demonstrate how belief in God as loving, caring parent gives meaning and purpose to life. (AT2ii)
