‘Books’

Nursery / Reception

When using the Bible it should be used with reverence and respect and children should appreciate why this is important. During Acts of Worship the Bible should be carried in procession, an acclamation sung and candles lit, using the prayer ‘God, be in my mind, on my lips and in my heart’ whilst making the sign of the cross on forehead, lips and heart. 

The Bible should feature prominently on the prayer focus in your classroom. 

Recognise, reflect, respect
Suggested activities

(CHOOSE FROM THE ACTIVITIES BELOW WITHIN THE TIME AVAILABLE)

· Share a favourite book with the children. Talk about why it is special

· Invite the children to bring in their favourite books to share. Have older children to pair up and read to younger children.

· Set up a role play bookshop / library – provide a variety of different books for the children to buy / sell / categorise Continuous provision

· Look at a selection of different books used in class – picture / story (include welsh books) / information / religious discuss what makes them different.

· Make a graph of favourite books.

· Learn song Picture Books / Book Week Rejoice 1 (17/18) 

· Use the outdoors to hide objects relating to familiar stories. Children hunt for items and match to the story. (Eg. Bowl & spoon - 3 bears; Straw- 3 Pigs etc.)

· Hide and seek special books indoors and outdoors.

· Use a feely bag containing objects or props from familiar stories so that children have to guess which story they belong to. Continuous provision

· Take children to visit the local library.

· Photocopy front covers of favourite books to create a montage

· Make a jigsaw puzzle of your favourite book. Continuous provision

· Mind map: Different types of books? 

· Sort books into categories 
Relate
Suggested activities

Use in conjunction with the Here I Am file and God’s Story 1
· Share story ‘Special books for Church HIA p. 204. Look at a child’s Mass book/A Sunday Missal with the children and talk about how they are different. (See points to discuss – HIA p.204)
· Invite children to bring in their own or family members’ Mass book/ bibles – create a special area to display to help develop understanding of the Bible being special.
· Make a special cloth to place the Bible on. Use fabric crayons to write words from the Bible / draw characters from the Bible. 

· Have a Bible to show and explain why it is special. Refer to story in the file - How do you feel when you lose something precious?
· Learn ‘Alleluia Song’ Rejoice 1 (16) or another Gospel Acclamation. 
· Have letters to spell ‘Bible’ for the children to find and bring together to spell the word. (in or outdoors) 

· Talk about the responses to readings – This is the word of the Lord / Jesus be in my mind, on my lips and in my heart – Invite children to help illustrate e.g. Thought bubble for mind; lips; heart – Make a mobile using images from clip art. 

· During School Mass involve the priest in prompting children to make responses learned.

· Use a soft toy model of the church to act out “Visit to the Temple” – See God’s Story 1 p28-29 (notes p47-48)

· Children to role-play “Visit to the Temple” – provide props and suitable costumes (in or outdoors) Continuous provision

· Learn song ‘Light of All the World’ Rejoice 1 (15) 

· Collage a scene of “Visit to the Temple” – Mary, Joseph, baby, Simeon, Anna

· Create a tableau of the “Visit to the Temple” and take photos

· Children choose favourite words or phrases – illustrate

· Sequence the story of the “Visit to the Temple” using photos taken.
