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You may like to make a

focal point of a table
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with a vase of autumn

flowers or leaves, a Bible

opened at Isaiah 11,

a large candle lit as a 

sign of welcome to 

everyone who is coming

together to pray. You

may like to have a small

nightlight for each person

to light as a symbol of the light that each of us brings to any group.
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Let’s listen to this extract from the prophet Isaiah. As you listen, think about the ways in which the promised one is described:

What will he be like?

What will he do?

What will he not do?

How will he be able to behave like this?

Are these the values we want to govern our lives?

What must we do to make this possible?

A reading from the Book of the Prophet Isaiah (based on Isaiah 11:1-4)

Just as new branches sometimes come out of a tree stump so a new king will come from the family of Jesse, father of King David.

That new king will be filled with the Holy Spirit and so he will be full of wisdom and understanding. He will know how to guide and rule his people. The spirit will teach him to know, respect and do what God wants.

This king will be happy to obey the Lord. 

He will judge the poor fairly. 

He will defend the rights of the weak.

He will rule everyone with justice and integrity.

This is the Word of the Lord.

Thanks be to God.

This is the blessing received at the end of the rite of the sacrament of Confirmation. Those who have renewed their baptismal promises at Confirmation receive three special blessings at the end of the celebration. Let us pray that God will bless each of us with love, courage and faithfulness.

God our Father made you his children by water and the Holy Spirit: may He bless you and watch over you with His fatherly love.

Jesus Christ, the Son of God, promised that the Spirit of truth would be with his Church for ever: may he bless you and give you courage in professing the true faith.

The Holy Spirit came down upon the disciples and set their hearts on fire with love: may he bless you, keep you one in faith and love and bring you to the joy of God’s kingdom.
