LEVELS OF ATTAINMENT 
CHANGE
Level 1

Pupils will be able to recognise the story of Levi as a religious story. (AT1 i)
They will be able to use religious words and phrases in a prayer expressing sorrow, e.g. sorry and forgive. (AT1 ii)
They will be able to recognise that Catholics say sorry to God (AT1 iii)
They will be able to talk about their own experiences and feelings about change and how people help them change. (AT2 i) 
They will be able to say what they wonder about change. (AT2 ii)
Level 2
Pupils will be able to retell the story of Zacchaeus and the story of Levi. (AT1 i) 
Pupils will be able to use some religious words and phrases to describe an act of sorrow or a Penitential Rite. (AT1 ii)

Pupils will be able to describe some ways Zacchaeus and Levi changed on meeting with Jesus. (AT1 iii)

They will be able to ask and respond to questions about their own and others experiences and feelings about when people need to change their behaviour. (AT2 i) 
They will be able to ask some questions about what they wonder about change and forgiveness and realise some of these questions are difficult to answer. (AT2 ii)
Level 3

Pupils will be able to make links between the story of Matthew and/or the scripture in Copy master A and C and Catholic beliefs about the examination of conscience and God’s love, mercy and forgiveness. (AT1 i)
They will be able to use a developing religious vocabulary to give reasons for what happens in the Penitential Rite and Sign of Peace. (AT1 ii)
Pupils will be able to give reasons why change for the better is important to Christians. (AT1iii) 
They will be able to make links to show how sin and/or belief in God’s mercy and love affect behaviour. (AT2 i)
They will be able to compare their own and other people’s ideas about questions that are difficult to answer around sin and God’s law of love. (AT2 ii)
Level 4

Pupils will be able to describe and show understanding of the life of St. Peter and/or the scripture passages of copy master A and C and the beliefs about trying to change for the better every day making links between the passages. (AT1 i)
Pupils will be able to use religious terms to show an understanding of the Penitential Rite and the Sign of Peace at Mass. (AT1 ii)
Pupils will be able to use religious terms to show an understanding of the Sacrament of Reconciliation. (AT1 ii)
Pupils will be able to show understanding of how belief in conversion, a change of heart, shapes life (this can be explored through how one or more of the following helps shape life: the examination of conscience, Sacrament of Reconciliation, parts of the Mass, example of other Christians like St. Peter). 
They will able to show how their decisions are informed by the Christian belief in the need for a daily change of heart. (AT2 i)
They will be able to engage with and respond to questions about sin and forgiveness in the light of religious teaching. (AT2 ii)
Level 5

Pupils will be able to identify the source of the belief in God’s love and forgiveness, in a range of Scripture, and explain how the belief arose. (AT1 i) 
Pupils will be able to describe & explain the meaning & purpose of the Sacrament of Reconciliation. (AT1 ii)
Pupils will be able to identify similarities and differences between people’s responses to forgiveness because of their beliefs. (AT1 iii)
Pupils can explain the beliefs and values that inspire and influence people to convert to following Jesus or to become a Christian or Catholic. (AT2 i) 
They can demonstrate how the Catholic belief in God’s love and mercy gives meaning and purpose to life. (AT2 ii)
