LEVELS OF ATTAINMENT 
FRIENDS

Level 1

Pupils will be able to recognise ‘Friends at a Baptism’ as a religious story. (AT1 i)

Pupils will be able to recognise some of the religious signs and symbols used in Baptism, such as water, candle, font, white garment etc. (AT1 ii)
They will be able to use some religious words and phrases associated with Baptism such as ‘I baptise you in the name of the Father…’, priest, water, blessing, oil etc. They will be able to recognise and name some of the people who will be there, such as parents, godparents, family, friends etc. (AT1 ii) 
They will be able to recognise that at Baptism the child becomes a friend of Jesus/member of God’s family. (This is AT1 iii - action of the parent because of their faith).

They will be able to talk about their own experiences and feelings about having and being a friend. (AT2 i) 
They will be able to say what they wonder about Baptism and friendship. (AT2 ii)
Level 2
Pupils will be able to retell a story of Baptism in their own words. (AT1 i) They will be able to recite The Lord’s Prayer (AT1 ii).
Pupils will be able to describe the actions and symbols used in a Baptism ceremony using religious words and phrases, such as anointing with oil, pouring of water, lighting the baptismal candle etc. (AT1 ii)

They will know that, in Baptism, Christians become friends of Jesus and that there are friends to help them on the way. (AT1 ii) 
Pupils will be able to describe some ways a child may behave if they are a friend of Jesus. They may be able to describe the sorts of things parents do to prepare for the Baptism of their child. (AT1 iii)
They will be able to ask and respond to questions about their own and others experiences and feelings about being and having friends. (AT2 i) 
They will be able to ask some ‘big questions’ about what they wonder about Baptism and becoming a Christian or friendship and realise some of these are difficult to answer. (AT2 ii)
Level 3

Pupils will be able to make links between some Scripture passages and what Christians believe about being a friend of Jesus or a ‘child of the light’. (AT1 i) 
Pupils will be able to make links between the life a favourite or particular saint and the way of life outlined in Scripture. (AT1 i)
They will be able to give reasons for the religious actions and symbols used in Baptism and Confirmation using a developing religious vocabulary. (AT1 ii)
They will be able to give reasons from Scripture and Church teaching ( Creed – Baptismal promises) for how and why Christians live as a ‘child of the light’ – a friend of Jesus. (AT1iii) 
They will be able to make links between being a friend of Jesus and the way people behave. (AT2 i)

 They will be able to make links between Baptism and the way a Christian behaves. (AT2 i)
They will be able to make links to show how their feelings and beliefs about the joys and demands of friendship affect their behaviour and that of others. (AT2 i) 
They will be able to compare their own and other people’s ideas about questions that are difficult to answer about friendship or the signs and symbols of Baptism. (AT2 ii)
Level 4

Pupils will be able to use a range of Scripture (including Acts & some of Paul’s letters), belief in the friendship of Jesus/God, their own ideas, feelings and experiences to show understanding of how friends of Jesus/God need to support each other and need the support of the Church. (AT1 i)
Pupils will be able to describe and show understanding of a range of Scripture, of ideas, beliefs and experiences about Baptism and Confirmation making links between them. (AT1 i)
They will be able to use religious terms to show understanding of how the different liturgies of Baptism and Confirmation celebrate and develop a child’s friendship with God. (AT1 ii) 
Pupils will be able to show understanding of how belief in the goodness of God and the example of Jesus (his baptism) and the early Christian communities can shape how Christians might live as active members of their Church. (AT1 iii) 
Pupils will be able to show understanding of how belief in Baptism and Confirmation can shape a Christian’s life so that they can live as an active member of the Church. (AT1 iii)
They will be able to show which Christian values & beliefs of supporting and encouraging each other, prayer and the love of God and the power of the Holy Spirit informs decisions. (AT2 i) 
They will be able to engage with and respond to questions such as ‘What is friendship?’ ‘Why does evil happen or exist?’ in the light of religious teaching from the Bible and/or Baptism & Confirmation. (AT2 ii)
Level 5

Pupils will know that the Creed is a statement of Catholic beliefs. 

Pupils will be able to root the Christian belief in Baptism in the Creed & in a range of Scripture and explain how the belief in Baptism’s importance for Christians arose. (AT1i) 
They will be able to describe and explain the meaning of the symbols of Baptism & Confirmation and the purpose of both sacraments, including the similarities and differences between them. (AT1 ii) 
They will be able to reflect upon and explain how Christian values and beliefs they have learnt Scripture, Baptism & Confirmation inspire them and others. (AT2 i) 
They can demonstrate how beliefs in the Creed e.g. God the Creator, Jesus’ death and resurrection, life after death give meaning and purpose to life. (AT2 ii)
