	Recognise some religious stories
	Recognise some religious signs and symbols and use some religious words and phrases

	I can recognise the story of Good Friday as a religious story and know that Jesus died on Good Friday.

	I can recognise some religious signs and symbols such as cross, sign of the cross, ashes etc and use some religious words such as Lent, Ash Wednesday, Easter, cross.
	I can recognise that Lent is a religious season and a time to look for good and thoughtful things to do for others as Jesus did.

	I can talk about my own experiences and feelings of good and bad, happy and sad times in my life.

	I can say what I wonder about.

	Retell some special stories about religious events and people
	Use religious words and phrases to describe some religious actions and symbols
	Describe some ways in which religion is lived out by believers
	Ask and respond to questions about my own and others’ experiences and feelings

	I can retell some of the stories of Holy Week and know that Easter is the most important feast.

	I can use religious words and phrases to describe some of the religious actions and symbols associated with Lent, such as ashes on the forehead, respecting the cross, washing of the feet etc
	I can describe some ways in which Christians try to turn away from bad and do good during Lent.

	I can ask and respond to questions about good and bad things that happen to people and how they respond.

	I can ask questions about what I and others wonder about Lent and Easter and realise that some of these questions are difficult to answer.

	Make links between religious stories and beliefs

	Use a developing religious vocabulary to give reasons for religious actions and symbols
	Give reasons for certain actions by believers
	Make links to show how feelings and beliefs affect my own behaviour and that of others

	I can make links between the Holy Week stories and belief in Jesus overcoming evil.

	I can give reasons for some religious actions and symbols used during lent, such as blessing with ashes and veneration of the Cross.

	I can give reasons why Catholic Christians search for ways they can live good lives and turn away from bad things during Lent.
	I can make links to show how the struggle between what is good and bad affects my behaviour and that of others.

	I can talk about and share with others the difficult questions I have around good and evil and compare my findings.

	I can show how my own and others’ decisions are informed by the Gospel values in some Scripture stories and prayers.

	I can engage with and respond to questions around good and evil in the light of religious teaching.
