	Recognise some religious stories
	Recognise some religious signs and symbols and use some religious words and phrases
	Recognise that people because of their religion act in a particular way
	Talk about my own experiences and feelings

	Pupils will be able to recognise the story of David the Psalmist as a religious story and will be able to recognise some psalms especially 19 & 139. 

.
	They will be able to recognise a litany as a form of prayer and use some religious words and phrases used in prayer. 
	They will recognise that people pray to God
	They will be able to talk about their experiences and feelings around new beginnings. 
	They will be able to say what they wonder about God as creator of all things.

	Retell some special stories about religious events and people
	Use religious words and phrases to describe some religious actions and symbols
	Describe some ways in which religion is lived out by believers
	Ask and respond to questions about my own and others’ experiences and feelings
	Ask questions about what I and others wonder about and realise that some of these questions are difficult to answer

	
	Pupils will be able to retell/rewrite some psalms in their own words describing God present in all new beginnings, especially 139 & 19.
	They will be able to use some religious words and phrases to write a litany or a psalm as a form of prayer.
	They will be able to describe how psalms are used (in Church) by believers to pray to God.
	They will be able to ask and respond to questions about their own and others’ experiences and feelings around new beginnings.
	They will be able to ask questions about what they and others wonder about, e.g. who made God? and realise that some of these questions are difficult to answer.

	Make links between religious stories and beliefs


	Use a developing religious vocabulary to give reasons for religious actions and symbols
	Give reasons for certain actions by believers
	Make links to show how feelings and beliefs affect my own behaviour and that of others
	Compare my own and other peoples’ ideas about questions that are difficult to answer

	
	Pupils will be able to make links between some Old Testament Scripture stories (e.g. Genesis) and psalms and the Christian belief in God as Creator of all. They will be able to look at some New Testament stories, e.g. the beginning of each Gospel (especially Matthew) and the stories of Jesus’ early life, and make links with the belief that Jesus belonged to a human family.
	They will be able to use a developing religious vocabulary to give reasons why some people may begin the day with prayer and what that might be like.
	They will be able to give reasons why some families pray together and why we pray together in school.
	They will be able to reflect on how belief in God as the Creator of all things, the beginning of all, could lead them and others to behave in a particular way, e.g. care for creation.
	They will be able to compare the difficult questions they have such as: ‘How did the world begin?’, ‘Where do I come from?’

	Describe and show understanding of religious sources, beliefs, ideas, feelings and experiences;

	Use religious terms to show an understanding of different liturgies
	Show understanding of how religious belief shapes life
	Show how my and others’ decisions are informed by beliefs and values
	Engage with and respond to questions of life in the light of religious teaching

	
	Pupils will be able to use a range of Scripture, ( e.g. beginning of each Gospel, Sermon on the Mount,) ideas, feelings and experiences to show understanding of how Jesus was a new beginning and came to help us know God and what God wants of people.
	
	They will be able to show understanding of how belief in Jesus as a new beginning shapes people’s lives.
	They will able to show how Christian values and the belief in God as Creator and Jesus as a new beginning informs decisions.
	They will be able to engage with questions such as ‘Is death a new beginning?’ in the light of their learning about the Book of Revelation and teachings about being created in love.

	Identify sources of religious belief and explain how distinctive religious beliefs arise
	Describe and explain the meaning and purpose of a variety of forms of worship
	Identify similarities and differences between peoples’ responses to social and moral issues because of their beliefs
	Explain what beliefs and values inspire and influence me and others
	Demonstrate how religious beliefs and teaching give some explanation of the purpose and meaning of human life

	
	Pupils will be able to root the Christian belief in God as Creator and Jesus as a new beginning in a range of Scripture and explain how these beliefs arose.
	
	They can identify similarities and differences in how people might respond to keeping the law because of their belief in Scripture.
	They can reflect upon and explain how the values and beliefs expressed in the Sermon on the Mount inspire and influence them and others.
	They can demonstrate how belief in God as Creator and Jesus as a new beginning gives meaning and purpose to life.
