	I can recognise and name some signs and symbols of Baptism.
I can use some religious words from the Baptism ceremony.

I can talk about how I look after my friends. 
	I can say what I wonder about the signs and symbols of Baptism.

	Make links between religious stories and beliefs


	Use a developing religious vocabulary to give reasons for religious actions and symbols
	Give reasons for certain actions by believers
	Make links to show how feelings and beliefs affect my own behaviour and that of others
	Compare my own and other peoples’ ideas about questions that are difficult to answer

	
	I can make links between Baptism and Bible stories by answering the question, ‘How can I tell if I am a child of the light?’
I can make a link between the life of a saint and Bible stories.
	I can say why the signs and symbols of Baptism are used.
	I can describe some ways  to be a friend of Jesus and say why Christians do these things.
	I can make links between the belief in Baptism and how I and my friends may behave.
       I can talk about the joys and demands of friendship and make links to show how this may affect me and others.
       I can make links between being a friend of Jesus and how I & my friends may behave.
	I can talk about, share with others and compare ideas about some questions on the signs and symbols of Baptism or friendship that are difficult to answer.

	I can use Bible stories to show I understand how Baptism and Confirmation make someone a disciple of Jesus making links between them. 
    I can use some Bible stories, some of my own ideas, experiences and feelings to show I understand how friends of God need to support each other and need the support of the Church.
	I can write about the signs and symbols of Baptism and Confirmation showing I understand both sacraments and the links between them.
	I can show I understand how belief in Baptism shapes the way I and my friends can live as active members of the Church.
I can show I understand how belief in Confirmation shapes the way I and my friends can live as active members of the Church.
	I can show how what I & my friends decide to do is affected by beliefs about Baptism, Confirmation and the Bible.
	I can discuss questions like ‘What is friendship?’ and ‘Why does evil happen?’ in the light of my learning from the Bible and Confirmation.

	I know The Creed is a list of Catholic beliefs.

I can identify the Christian belief in Baptism from the Creed and some Bible stories and explain how the importance of Baptism for Christians began.
Using the Creed and Bible passages I can explain how the belief in God’s goodness and the friendship of Jesus arose.
	I can describe the symbols of Baptism and Confirmation and explain the meaning of each symbol. I can explain the similarities and differences between Baptism and Confirmation and the reasons why both sacraments are received.
	
	I can explain which beliefs and values from Baptism, Confirmation or the Bible encourage me & others to act.
	I can show how beliefs from the Creed like ‘God is Creator; ‘Jesus death and resurrection’, ‘life after death’ gives a meaning and purpose to life.
