	Recognise some religious stories
	Recognise some religious signs and symbols and use some religious words and phrases
	Recognise that people because of their religion act in a particular way

	Pupils will be able to recognise the story of the Presentation and the Finding of Jesus in the Temple as religious stories.
	Pupils will be able to recognise light as a religious symbol and use ‘Jesus, light of the World’.
	They will recognise that some people have particular jobs because of their religion: in the Parish or Church: e.g. priest, deacon, altar servers, Eucharistic ministers
	They will be able to talk about the special people in their lives. 

They will be able to talk about Jesus as a special person. 
	They will be able to say what they wonder about special people.

	Retell some special stories about religious events and people
	Use religious words and phrases to describe some religious actions and symbols
	Describe some ways in which religion is lived out by believers
	Ask and respond to questions about my own and others’ experiences and feelings
	Ask questions about what I and others wonder about and realise that some of these questions are difficult to answer

	
	Pupils will be able to retell the special stories of the Presentation & Finding of Jesus in the Temple
	Pupils will be able to use religious words and phrases to describe some of the religious actions and symbols of the Mass e.g. sign of the cross, light, liturgical colour on lectern, tabernacle, altar, priests vestments, offertory, bread & wine, sign of peace, communion.
	They will be able to describe some ways people of the Parish remember and celebrate the importance of Jesus
	They will be able to ask and respond to questions about their own and others’ experiences and feelings about people that are special to them.
	They will be able to ask questions about what they and others wonder about special people, Jesus & following Jesus & realise that some of these questions are difficult to answer.

	Make links between religious stories and beliefs


	Use a developing religious vocabulary to give reasons for religious actions and symbols
	Give reasons for certain actions by believers
	Make links to show how feelings and beliefs affect my own behaviour and that of others
	Compare my own and other peoples’ ideas about questions that are difficult to answer

	
	Pupils will be able to make links between the stories of Jesus’ Mission (Copy master A) and what Christians believe about Jesus.
Pupils will be able to make links between the stories of the Call of the first disciples (Simon & Andrew, James & John, & Levi; story of the woman and Simon the Pharisee [Copy master B]) and the beliefs Christians hold about leadership and discipleship (about being a follower of Jesus). 

	Pupils will be able to use a developing religious vocabulary to give reasons for the religious actions and symbols used in the Mass or the symbols of the office of a Priest (stole, chalice, paten) or a  Bishop (ring, mitre, staff, cathedra [teaching chair]) in work on the role of a priest and bishop.
	They will be able to give reasons why the disciples of Jesus acted in the way they did: why they followed Jesus.

Pupils will be able to give reasons why special people in the Church live in a particular way or perform a particular task: bishop, priest, nun, monk, lay person (could use ‘Go in peace, to love and serve the Lord’ as focus)
	They will be able to make links to show which beliefs in Jesus could lead them and others (Simon & Andrew, James & John, Levi) to behave in a particular way, e.g. to become/live as a disciple or follower of Jesus
	They will be able to compare their ideas about difficult questions such as: ‘Why did the first disciples follow Jesus without question?’ ‘Why did Jesus choose the uneducated, the tax collector?’

	Describe and show understanding of religious sources, beliefs, ideas, feelings and experiences; 

making links between them
	Use religious terms to show an understanding of different liturgies
	Show understanding of how religious belief shapes life
	Show how my and others’ decisions are informed by beliefs and values

	Pupils will be able to use at least 4 Scripture passages (from Copy master A & B) making links between these & beliefs about Jesus & discipleship to describe & show understanding of Christian leadership and discipleship.
	
	Pupils will be able to show understanding of how belief in Jesus & his teachings shapes a Christian’s life when these teachings are put into action. (AT1 iii) 
Pupils will be able to show understanding of how belief in the inspiration & gifts of the Holy Spirit can shape a Christian’s life when these gifts are used. (AT1 iii)
	They will able to show how beliefs about & teachings of Jesus inform their and others’ decisions about putting others before oneself: serving others.

	They will be able to engage with and respond to questions such as ‘Can you be rich and truly follow Jesus?’ & ‘Is it too difficult to follow Jesus?’ in the light of their learning about Christian leadership and discipleship.

	Identify sources of religious belief and explain how distinctive religious beliefs arise
	Describe and explain the meaning and purpose of a variety of forms of worship

	Pupils will be able to identify the source of the Christian belief that Jesus is special to Christians in a range of Scripture and explain how belief in the importance of Jesus arose. 

	
	Pupils will be able to reflect on the response of the disciples & the Rich young man to Jesus & identify similarities & differences in their response because of their beliefs about riches/wealth/treasure.
	Pupils can explain the beliefs and values that inspired and influenced Jesus and his disciples. The pupil can then explain, of these beliefs outlined, which inspires and influences them and in what ways.
	They can demonstrate how the Christian belief in following Jesus or putting others first gives meaning and purpose to life.
