All: In the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit. 

Let us sing together Spread the Message Rejoice 2:75 vv 1 and 2
 Leader: This morning/afternoon we will light our Easter Candle to show that Jesus Christ is still with us. He promised his friends that he would never leave them alone... a special friend, a helper would come... this helper would give Jesus’ friends the wisdom to know what to say and the courage to say it. 

As we listen to God’s words we can welcome these words when we sing: Rejoice 2:74 

“Christ brings us Good News; he is alive forever/Alleluia, Alleluia, tell the world about him.” 

Reader: Glory to you, Lord 

“My friends, I am in prison now, waiting for my trial. But this is not stopping 
the spreading of the Good News of Jesus. Rather it is making the Good News 

more widely known. Everybody here knows that I am in prison and why. Even the 
soldiers who guard the praetorium, where the Governor lives, know that I am a 
friend of Jesus. The other friends here are stronger because I am in prison, and 
are spreading the news without fear. I am happy and will continue to be happy 
because I have your prayers and the Spirit of Jesus to strengthen me. 
Reader: This is the word of the Lord. 

All: Thanks be to God.
Response

Have you ever spoken up for someone else? Did it surprise you when others listened to you? What was it that stopped Paul and his friends from feeling scared? 

Let us say together a prayer of thanks for God’s spirit which makes us strong.
Leader: Remembering that Jesus keeps his promise let us say: Come Holy Spirit 

All: Come Holy Spirit. 

Leader: For the times when we have been messengers of God’s love let us say: 

Holy Spirit, we praise you. 

All: Holy Spirit, we praise you. 

Leader: Because Jesus Christ trusts us to be his messengers and witnesses we say: 

Holy Spirit, we praise you. 

All: Holy Spirit, we praise you.
Going

Forth

... invite the children to continue with their own prayers perhaps reflecting the difficulty of giving some messages e.g. telling the truth about something.
Final Prayer: 
Come, Holy Spirit 
Gift of the Father 
Spirit of Jesus 
Spirit of love 
Come as our Helper 
Come as our Friend 
Be with us now and forever 
Amen.
