	Pupils will be able to recognise the story of Easter & Pentecost
	Pupils will be able to recognise a cross (without the figure of Jesus) and a candle as religious symbols and use words like Easter, new life, Father, Son, Holy Spirit.
Pupils will be able to recognise some symbols of the Holy Spirit e.g. fire, dove, wind etc. recognise Father, Son & Holy Spirit in the sign of the cross. They will be able to use words like Pentecost

	They will be able to talk about how they react to different messages.

	Pupils will be able to retell the special stories of the Promise of the Holy Spirit & Pentecost
	Pupils will be able to use religious words and phrases to describe some of the symbols of the Holy Spirit e.g. fire, wind, dove, helper. Use religious words & phrases to describe how Catholics celebrate Pentecost in Church, e.g. prayers, hymns, Pentecost, Acts of the Apostles, Solemnity, the colour ‘red’ for vestments and cloths etc.
	They will be able to describe some ways the apostles spread the message of God’s love.
They will be able to describe how, with the help of the Holy Spirit, Christians today spread the message of God’s love (‘Your light must shine brightly’). 
	They will be able to ask and respond to questions about their own and others’ experiences and feelings about receiving messages & Easter & Pentecost. 
	They will be able to ask questions about what they and others wonder about Easter & Pentecost & realise that some of these questions are difficult to answer.

	They will be able to give reasons why the disciples of Jesus became messengers of God’s love following Pentecost.
	They will be able to make links to show how the feelings & beliefs of the disciples before and after Pentecost affected their behaviour.
