LEVELS OF ATTAINMENT 
MESSENGERS / WITNESSES
Level 1

Pupils will be able to recognise the story of Easter and Pentecost as religious stories. (AT1 i)

Pupils will be able to recognise a cross and a candle as religious symbols. They will be able to recognise symbols of the Holy Spirit e.g. fire and dove. (AT1 ii)
They will be able to use religious words Easter, Pentecost and Father, Son and Holy Spirit. (AT1 ii) 
They will be able to recognise how the Church celebrates Easter and Pentecost. (AT1 iii)
They will be able to talk about their own experiences and feelings about receiving messages and how they celebrated Easter. (AT2 i) 
They will be able to say what they wonder about Easter or Pentecost. (AT2 ii)
Level 2
Pupils will be able to retell the story of the Promise of the Holy Spirit and Pentecost. (AT1 i) 
Pupils will be able to use religious words and phrases to describe some of the symbols of the Holy Spirit e.g. fire, wind, dove, helper etc. (AT1 ii)
Pupils will be able to use religious words and phrases to describe how Catholics celebrate Pentecost in Church e.g. a ‘solemnity’, ‘red’ is the liturgical colour of cloths and vestments, prayers to the Holy Spirit, readings from Acts of the Apostles (ch. 2) or John’s Gospel (ch. 20), hymns sung about the Holy Spirit. (AT1 ii)
Pupils will be able to describe some ways the apostles (and Christians today can) spread the message of God’s love. (AT1 iii)
They will be able to ask and respond to questions about their own and others experiences and feelings about receiving messages and Easter and Pentecost. (AT2 i) 
They will be able to ask some questions about what they wonder about Easter and Pentecost and realise some of these are difficult to answer. (AT2 ii)
Level 3

Pupils will be able to make links between story of Pentecost and the Christian belief that the Holy Spirit helps us be a messenger for God. (AT1 i)
They will be able to use a developing religious vocabulary to give reasons for the symbols of the Holy Spirit. (AT1 ii)
They will be able to give reasons why the disciples of Jesus became messengers of God’s love following Pentecost. (AT1iii) 
They will be able to make links to show how the feelings and beliefs of the disciples before and after Pentecost affected their behaviour. (AT2 i)
They will be able to compare their own and other people’s ideas about difficult questions regarding Easter and Pentecost. (AT2 ii)
Level 4

Pupils will be able to describe and show understanding of the story of Pentecost and some of the Scripture passages written by Paul making links between beliefs about the importance of the Holy Spirit within them. (AT1 i)
Pupils will be able to show understanding of how belief in the Holy Spirit can shape a Christian’s life. (AT1 iii) 
They will be able to show how decisions they make and the decisions made by the first Christians are informed by belief in God’s love and forgiveness and the power of the Holy Spirit. (AT2 i) 
They will be able to engage with and respond to questions of life in the light of religious teaching about Pentecost, the Holy Spirit &/or St. Paul. (AT2 ii)
Level 5

Pupils will be able to identify some sources of the belief in the Holy Spirit (Mark 1: 9-11, Matthew 28: 16-20, John 16: 5, 7, 13) and explain how belief in the importance of the Holy Spirit arose. (AT1i) 
Pupils can explain the beliefs and values that inspired and influenced the disciples and St. Paul. The pupil can then explain, which of the beliefs & values outlined, inspires & influences them & in what ways. (AT2 i) 
They can demonstrate how the belief in the gifts and fruits of the Holy Spirit gives meaning and purpose to life. (AT2 ii)
