	Make a circle map of “my family”

	Learn names for different members of the family in welsh.
	Make a circle map of things I do with my family

	Look at different types of homes. 

Children to draw where they live. 


	Give house shape draw who lives in your house, write their names.

Display as a class street

	Use the home corner children to take on different roles of family members .Take photos and write captions of who they are and what they do.
	Make a simple timeline showing different family members e.g. baby, child, parent, grandparent.

	Learn song “All kinds of homes”
	Children to discuss what they like about their families. Record using tuff cam etc… and play as part of a collective worship

	Draw pictures of things they like best about each member of the family e.g . I like to play football with my brother

Write a individual or class prayer asking God to take care of our family. Illustrate with photos/ drawings etc…

	Complete activity from here I am file page 249 “please take care of….” over a series of days and display the children’s names each day with a sign we pray for

	Read Psalm 131 .Encourage the children to hold the baby from the home corner safe and snug. Pass the doll around the circle and encourage the children to pray .Play quiet music and read the psalm again when the children have all held the doll.

	Learn morning and night prayers .Children to decorate. 

Send home for the children to share with their families


	Read “God with us” God’s story 2 page 30
Draw/paint a picture/take photographs “God is always there God is with me when [children to choose to complete the sentence] Make into display or book or power point to use as part of collective worship


	Make a thinking map comparing things we do with our families and things Jesus did with his family.(double bubble) Highlight how Mary and Joseph cared for Jesus looking after him and praying together as a family.


	Read Psalm 63:6-7 God’s Love

God’s Story 2 p. 31 (notes p. 96)

Encourage the children to think about Jesus as a little boy listening to the psalms just like they are.


	 Hunt for different words/ phrases from the psalms outside and get the children to find them. Gather the ones we like into a plenary and discuss them or read aloud.


	Choose words they like from the psalms and collage them . Display the words around the classroom encourage the children to find them and read them throughout the day. Pause for reflection .


	Children to create a mother, father and baby image using KETT resources.
