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Memories

As you gather to pray together you might

like to make a focal point which concentrates

people’s minds on memories which are kept
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alive through the life of the school, 

memories which bind you together and give

you a shared history. You could display 

photographs or souvenirs of these events.

As you light your candle, you might like to 
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reflect quietly for a few moments on these

important memories and re-member them

in your own heart.

Place a Bible on your focal table to remind

us that our story, the story of the people 

of God, is told in the words of Scripture.

A colourful cloth to symbolise the richness

and diversity of our memories would make

a good background or a cover for the 

focal table.
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The Christian family kept the memory of Jesus alive in a very special way.

From the beginning, they celebrated the Eucharist as a living memory of him. 

This is how Paul explains the importance of this memory to the Christian 

family at Corinth. 





(1 Corinthians 11:24-27)

The tradition that I received is one which goes right back to Jesus himself. It 

is the same tradition which I have handed on to you: that on the night that 

he was betrayed, the Lord Jesus took some bread, gave thanks to God, broke 

the bread and said, “This is my body which is for you. Do this in 

remembrance of me.”

Then in the same way he took the cup of wine after supper, gave thanks to 

God and said, “This is the cup of my life blood. Whenever you drink it do this 

as a memorial of me.” 

This means that whenever you eat this bread and drink this cup you are 
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proclaiming the death of Jesus until he comes.

This is the Word of the Lord
