An integral part of the Rite of Confirmation  is that the congregation say together the prayer that Jesus taught his friends. 


Let us finish our prayer by saying together:


Our Father who art in in heaven. Hallowed be thy name. Thy kingdom come. Thy will be done, on earth as it is in heaven. Give us this day our daily  bread and forgive us our trespasses as we forgive those who trespass against us, and lead us not into temptation but deliver us from evil.

As you gather to pray together about this sacramental topic, you may like to have a focal point to help to centre your thoughts.


A large candle, a baptismal shawl, a Bible opened at Matthew 5, a crucifix, and, if possible, a box of holy oils would remind people of some of the symbols of Baptism and Confirmation.


You may like to play some inspiring music which will remind people of the ever present power of the Holy Spirit in our lives. 





In the Service of Baptism, the priest tells the parents and godparents that the child has been enlightened by Christ, and  that s/he is to walk always as a child of the light. Keep this in mind as you listen to the Word of God.





A reading from the holy Gospel according to Matthew. (Matthew 5: 14-15.)
