Friends
‘HIA’ Relate

· Re-enact the story of Tom’s baptism (p.122 HIA) – prop box: doll, white garment, candle, shell, plastic water bottle. Introduce the questions: ‘What name do you give your child?’ and ‘Will you help Tom become a friend of Jesus?’

· Use image and text on p. 18 and 19 of Church’s Story 1. 

· Set up a creative play area with props for the children to role play a baptism. Leave as continuous provision.

· Extend the scope of the actions to include the gathering, the welcome, the questions to the parents and Godparents, the prayers, the pouring of the water, the words of Baptism, ‘I baptise you in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit’ Amen, the white garment and the candle.

· Paint the friends who gather at a Baptism.

· Home/school link: children to bring in photographs and mementoes of their or some else’s Baptism for display.

· Invite priest to visit/ visit church – discuss baptism and symbols. Find the Holy Water font and remember that when we bless our selves with holy water, it reminds us of our Baptism.

· DVDs - children’s Baptism.

· Photo album – individual photographs of Baptism.

· Make a baptismal candle – junk modelling/ play dough/clay

· Make an invitation/ card for a friends Baptism – writing/marking/ cutting and sticking/ICT activity. 

· Outdoor treasure hunt – symbols of Baptism.

· Outdoor activity: make individual fonts (mud/pots)

· Outdoor activity – You will need: double sided tape and an A4 sheet. Make a cross / candle shape with the tape and stick on autumn leaves (red for flame of candle)
