‘Freedom and Responsibility’

Nursery / Reception

Recognise, Reflect, Respect
Recognise that they need to share and take turns
Recognise times when they or others have or have not taken turns

Recognise that it is important to take turns 
Suggested activities

· Read story p230 ‘Everyone can have a turn’. Answer key questions, helping the children to realise it is important to share/ take turns. What happens if you don’t? How do we feel, how do others feel? - use feeling fans during circle time. 

· Talk about things the children have to share or take turns to use or play with– see suggestions in HIA p. 231

· List/illustrate times when the children need to share or take turns in the classroom, in the playground, at lunchtime, at home.

· Provide plenty of opportunity during continuous provision for children to develop their understanding of the need to share and take turns e.g. Play ball games, hopscotch etc. 

· In the various areas remind children of the number of children who can use each area encouraging them to play for a short time if others want a go.

· Refer back to story p230 ‘Everyone can have a turn’. With the children offering ideas, write a list of class rules to encourage a happy classroom. Take photographs showing taking turns and happy playing. Create a display about sharing/taking turns and using the photographs and add title ‘Taking Turns’ 
· Learn song ‘One Golden Rule’ v1 Rejoice (49) but use different refrain – see HIA p. 321

Relate
Recognise that Jesus wants everyone to be happy and to love one another.

Recognise that Jesus said ‘love one another‘ and how happy people are when they keep this rule.

Suggested activities
· Provide scenarios for children to role-play when everyone is sharing and taking turns - how do we feel?  Provide paper plate and beads/ collage material for children to create an image to show. 
     Do the same but role-playing when nobody is sharing or taking turns. -   

     how do we feel? Ask children to change their image to reflect.

     Talk about which class we would want to be in and why.

· Write a list of words to describe a class where everyone shares and a class where nobody shares.

· Read story ‘What Jesus said’ and discuss key questions HIA p. 232.
Use God’s Story 1 p. 32-3 (teacher notes p. 48-9)

· Hide pictures which show people sharing/ not sharing in the classroom/playground etc.  Children to find the pictures then sort them into 2 groups- following Jesus’ rule/ not following Jesus’ rule. 

· Hide laminated letters in the grounds for children to find and bring back to match to Jesus’ rule ‘Love one another’

· Create display using an image of Jesus and add his words from John’s story – invite the children to think of words to add reflecting upon how they feel when Jesus’ rule is kept. 

· Continue learning song ‘One Golden Rule’ Rejoice (49) including other verses. Also, ‘Fill us with your gift of love’ (50)
· Children to draw individual pictures of Jesus and write / overwrite Jesus’ rule- ‘love one another’

· Learn song ‘ Patching up a quarrel’(50) 

· Look at Church’s Story 2 p. 44 -45 and encourage children to discuss 
     using teacher notes on p. 92
· Children to role play a disagreement between two children with another child taking the role of the teacher helping them to resolve their quarrel. 

· Have daily reflection times (examination of conscience) inviting the children to focus on happy and sad times they have had during the day. Sing a song such as Thank him, thank him! Encourage the children to talk about what helped to make it a happy time and to recognise that the rule Jesus gave helps people to be happy. Following reflection times ask children to write/ teacher scribe ‘thank you’ prayers for the things they have to share or for someone / thing that helped them.
