Freedom and Responsibility
Year 1

Recognise, reflect and respect
KQ: What are our class rules? Why is it important to keep them? Which rules are hard to keep? Why?

Suggested activities 
	Discuss school and class rules with the children. Why do we have them? Who are they for?  Ensure rules are on display for children to see. 
	Write some simple rules for each area of the classroom. Display in areas in children’s writing.



	Make posters reminding of rules and expectations in specific areas e.g. sand rules.
	Visit other classes/rooms in school do they have rules? Are they the same everywhere? Kitchen? Office?

	Discuss areas of the classroom that the children access freely. How do we care for these areas?  


	Children use digi blue cameras to photograph/video activities they are able to choose. Make a book with captions.



	Introduce a puppet or persona doll to the classroom and explain the rules and expectations to them. 
	Puppet or persona doll who is upset because a rule has been broken- how was the rule broken? What can we do to fix it?


Relate
KQ 1: What special rule did Jesus give to his friends? Do you know any prayers of thanks or sorrow? 
KQ2: What did Isaiah say about how to be happy together? Why is it important to say thank you and sorry to one another and to God? 
	Use image from God’s story 1 p32-33 for discussion. Discuss ways of keeping Jesus’ rule at home. 
	Add Jesus’ rule to class rule book- did we have any rules like this already?

	What pictures could we use to illustrate Jesus’ rule? Give selection of pictures/photos to sort. 
	Discuss what makes a good friend? Write a recipe for friendship using words and phrases from Isaiah’s psalm (HIA p232)

	Learn song from Rejoice One- ‘Thank you God for all our friends’. 

	Circle time activities encouraging children to say positive things about their friends. 

	Have a ‘thank you’ and a ‘sorry’ box where children write down the things they are sorry or thankful for and post them. 
	Write a thank you prayer for a special prayer. Give reasons why they are a good friend. 

(Use ‘Let the Sea Roar’ toolkits)

	Write sorry prayers for the times we have broken the rules.
(Use ‘Let the Sea Roar’ toolkits)
	Write a class thank you litany for all the people who make us feel happy in school and at home.  

	Assessed Tasks
Write a prayer to thank God or say sorry to God for times to show they recognise prayers of thanks or sorrow. AT1 (ii) Level 1

Write a recipe for friendship using words and phrases from Isaiah’s psalm to describe what Isaiah says about how to be happy together and that it is important to say thank you and sorry to one another and to God. AT1 (ii) Level 2


Freedom and Responsibility

Year 2

Recognise, reflect and respect

KQ: What rules help you at home, in school and in the neighbourhood? How does keeping or breaking rules affect everyone? How can free, responsible people make a better world?

Suggested activities

	Make a class rule book for next years Year 2 children. 

Make a school rule book for new children to the school.
	Invite the Community policeman into class to discuss rules in the neighbourhood and consequences of breaking rules.  

	Circle time – discuss rules - why do we need them? What would happen if we did not have rules? 
	Draw a picture of a house and divide into 4 rooms. Write a rule for each room of your house.

	Sing ‘One Golden Rule’ – Rejoice One 49. 


	Make a poster for rules that help them in school/ at home/ in the neighbourhood. 

	Act out a scene at home where the rules are being kept- What is happening? How does everybody look, feel?

Now act out the same scene where the rules are being broken - What is happening? How does everybody look, feel?

Which people are acting responsibly? 

What conclusions can you make?
	Critical skills activity/carousel- 

What would our school be like if we had no rules?

Which rules are hard to keep?

What makes a good rule?


Relate

KQ 1: What does Isaiah tell us about what God wants people to do and not to do? What is an ‘examination of conscience’? How does an ‘examination of conscience’ help people to be free and responsible? 

	Read Isaiah 58 v 9-11 -God’s Story 2 p48-49. Discuss key questions in HIA p. 232.


	KETT Activity – Create a ‘beautiful garden for everyone to enjoy’ using creative materials. 

	Look at Isaiah 58 v 9-11, use a coloured pencil/felt pen to shade the words that describe what God wants us to do and another colour to describe what God does not want us to do,  to make the world a better place (or use ICT).
	 Draw a hand, on each finger write a rule from Isaiah showing how to live as a free, caring, responsible person. 



	Write a sorry prayer to God for when we have not lived as Isaiah tells us eg.

For the times I …

Lord I am sorry.

(Use ‘Let the Sea Roar’ toolkits)
	Here I Am p.233 – examination of conscience activity at the end of each day.



	Create a thought shower to show how examining our conscience can help us become more caring and responsible people.


	

	Assessment opportunity

Create a leaflet – ‘Living in God’s Way’.
Describe what Isaiah says about living in God’s way and describe simply an ‘examination of conscience’. 
On each page describe and illustrate how God wants us to behave, using Isaiah’s teaching. On the final page – ‘Examine your Conscience,’ Describe how we might do this. AT 1 (ii) L2

Freedom and Responsibility 

Year 3 and 4

Recognise/Reflect/Respect

KQ: Why are rules important? Why can’t we just do what we please?  
	Read the story from HIA p328 ‘Don’t take my certificate away’.  Discuss the key questions. Why do road users need rules? What would happen if there were no rules for road users? What rules did Sam earn? What happened when he forgot to keep one?

Look at the Highway code and in groups children to share ideas of its importance.


	 Discuss the importance of rules in other settings eg library, playground, class trip, cinema etc. 

Make a list of groups or places which have their own set of rules e.g. school, library. Playground etc.

Choose one place and produce a rule sheet. Share with class

Discuss the rules your should keep, which you’d scrap and which you’d add

Record the consequences of not keeping these rules.

	Invite the police to come in to talk to the children about road safety.


	Discuss why being responsible is not only important for themselves but also for others. 

In each group design a poster on looking after a dog. Plan what has to be done, which member of the group will do which job and why? Make a list of the rules. What will happen if a member doesn’t play their part? How would you feel?




Relate
KQ 1:How were the ten commandments given to Moses? How did they help people to be free and responsible? What are some examples of rules for Christian living? What happens in the celebration of the Sacrament of Reconciliation? 

	1. Read the ten commandments from p330 HIA (God’s Story p26) and discuss.  Give groups of children a selected commandment. They will then create a conscience alley to illustrate how the commandment affects their Christian living. 

2. Discuss the 10 commandments and write them on the board. Give each pair a commandment. How does the commandment help the people to live and work together safely, freely, responsibly and happily? Share findings with class. Design a poster (1/2 A4) to show a world in which everyone kept the commandment. Show what people do, say and feel.


	3. In thinking skills groups ask the children to imagine a ‘perfect school.’ Discuss how the children would behave and how they would feel in this school The children need to write quotations from the pupils of that school in speech bubbles and display.

OR

Imagine a world where no one is keeping the commandment looked at in last lesson. Role play a scene which shows what people are like, what they do, say and feel. On the bottom of the paper Design a poster (1/2 A4) to show a world in which everyone does not keep the commandment. Show what people do, say and feel.

What would you rather live in? Why?

	4. In groups choose a commandment and imagine a world in which everyone is keeping this commandment. Design a poster to illustrate this. Include ‘Keeping the Sabbath day holy’ as one of the given commandments (ref p331 HIA.)


	5. Read the poem about God’s creation from

Genesis 2: 1-3. (God’s Story 3 p10) Read what the Book of Exodus says about the seventh day. Answer the key questions. On what day of the week did the people of Israel celebrate the Sabbath? Why? How did they keep the Sabbath day holy and make it a day of rest? On what day of the week do Christians celebrate the Sabbath? Why? How do Christians keep this day holy, make it a holyday, a holiday, a day of re-creation 

Children to write their own poem about the Sabbath day.

	6. Read Mark 9: 33-37 and Ephesians 4 : 25-32. (God’s Story 3 p90)

Discuss. Children to create a cartoon/zig-zag book entitled ‘The Greatest is…’ Alternatively, draw Paul and in speech bubbles around him write down how Paul describes greatness.
	7. Explain an ‘examination of conscience’ to the children and spend time at the end of each day to create a quiet time for the children to reflect on the ways they have kept/broken God’s laws. Children to create the own sorry prayers using frame p331 HIA. (also in Let the Sea Roar)

	8. Use Church’s story p64-67

The Church celebrates God’s love and forgiveness with a special Sacrament – the sacrament of Reconciliation. It is a special way in which Jesus meet those who come to say sorry. In Jesus’ name the priest welcomes the person who comes to say sorry. The person celebrating says sorry for the wrong he or she has done and makes a promise to change. God’s words of forgiveness are said by the priest. The Sacrament brings the gift of forgiveness and reconciliation with God and with the family of the Church. Discuss the steps

Listen, examine, confess, sorry, forgiveness, promise.

L/A Sequence steps

M/A Design a poster about Reconciliation

H/A Write a paragraph about Reconciliation answering the questions: How does celebrating Reconciliation in this way help Christians to live in a way that is free, responsible and happy? Why is Reconciliation so important for Christians?
	9. Model how to prepare a service for ‘Reconciliation.’ Show them how to choose suitable prayers, hymns and readings. In a follow up lesson the children need to work in groups to prepare their own a service for ‘Reconciliation.’  (See focused activity)

	Focussed activity  AT1 (ii)

Create a guide for a Christian to show how important rules are and how they help us to be free and responsible. 
Level 4 -  Include an explanation of why the ten commandments were important for the Israelites and how they are important today. Show understanding of what happens in the Sacrament of Reconciliation.

Freedom and Responsibility

Year 5 and 6

Recognise/Reflect/Respect

KQ: In what ways are we free? What responsibilities does being free mean? In what ways are we accountable? 

	Read Here I Am file p330 ‘After School’. 

Discuss the key questions on p331. 


	Ask pupils to pretend they are a parent. Give the pupils different situations that a parent might give a child e.g. You are going to town on your own for the first time.

Pupils to create rules and consequences if the rules are broken.

(Ensure the rules reflect freedom, safety, happiness, confidence, trust)

+ Provide an explanation of why these rules are important – what is their purpose?

 (Level 3)

+ Provide an explanation of how it feels to be given freedom e.g. responsible, accountable, happy (Level 4b)


Relate

KQ: How did the ten Commandments help the Israelites to be free? What is the greatest commandment? How does this help people to be free and responsible today? How can we keep Jesus’ greatest commandment?

	The Ten Commandments

Read Exodus 20:1-7 (God’s Story 3 p26 notes p154-155) and identify what the ten commandments are.

1. Diamond ranking – order the importance of the ten commandments for themselves. (Do the children understand what they mean?)

2. Split the pupils into groups and give each group a commandment. Evaluate how it enables safety, happiness and freedom for God’s people. Feedback to class.

3. Create a mutli-flow map or ‘Cause and Consequence’ diagram of having/not having the 10 commandments. 

4. Choose a commandment and create a short drama to illustrate its meaning in a modern day context.

(See also Here I Am file p332)
	Genesis 1:1-2:4

Here I Am file p333.

Read the poem from the Bible - Genesis 1:1-2:4) and read Exodus 20:8-11 (God’s Story 3p10 –notes p153)

Key questions: Why was the Sabbath a special day for the Jewish people? How did they keep the Sabbath day holy, make it a day of rest? On what day of each week is the holy day for Christians? Why?

How do Christians make it a holy day, a holiday and a day or re-creation? 

Create a circle map, brainstorm, poster to describe ways in which Christians keep the Sabbath day holy. 



	Penitential Rite

Read the Penitential Rite on Here I Am file p333.

Children to write their own Penitential Rite for times they have ‘misused their freedom’. 


	Route A: The Greatest Commandment

Read Matthew 22:34-40 And Matthew 18:21-22 using Copymaster A. 

Discuss the key questions together.

Read Exodus 20:2-17. Which of the ten commandments are included in what Jesus says is the greatest? 

Create a circle map, brainstorm, poster to describe ways we can follow the commandments today e.g. pray, go to church, supporting CAFOD, Anti-bullying etc. 

	Route A:

What do we need to do when we don’t follow the ten commandments? – Ask forgiveness.

· Highlight in the Our Father where it mentions failings and forgiveness.

· Use Here I Am file p334 A Reflection with the children – work in a group. Make a list of times you have forgiven or been forgiven by others. Tell stories to one another – what happened, what was said, done, how people felt, whether it is/was difficult to forgive and why. 

· Create a poem/story about the importance of forgiveness. 
	Route B

1. Read Deuteronomy 6:4-9; John 15:9-14 (Copymaster B)

Create a circle map, brainstorm, poster to describe ways we can ‘Love God with all your heart, with all your soul and with all your strength’ e.g. supporting CAFOD, Anti-bullying etc.

	
	2. Split the children into groups giving each group a reference from Here I Am file p335. 

Acts 4:1-4;

Acts 5: 17-18

Acts 6:54-60

Acts 12:1-5

Acts 16:22-24

Acts 21:27-36

These are stories about times when the twelve apostles gave up their lives for Jesus. Present their findings to the class. 

	Focussed activity
