SOME SUGGESTED TEACHING AND LEARNING STRATEGIES

 ‘GOOD & EVIL’ 
Below are SOME EXAMPLES of the kind of activities you might use to ensure sufficient level of challenge for each level of attainment in some of the strands. Setting the right activities and using the right language is the key at the planning stage.

LEVEL 1
I can recognise the story of Good Friday as a religious story and know that Jesus died on Good Friday. (AT1i)

I can recognise some religious signs and symbols such as cross, sign of the cross, ashes etc and use some religious words such as Lent, Ash Wednesday, Easter, cross. (AT1ii)

I can recognise that Lent is a religious season and a time to look for good and thoughtful things to do for others as Jesus did. (AT1iii)

Activity: In pairs, small groups or individually, make a large ‘mind map’ or wall chart called ‘LENT and EASTER’. Include drawings, words, phrases, symbols etc from the learning.

LEVEL 2
I can use religious words and phrases to describe some of the religious actions and symbols associated with Lent, such as ashes on the forehead, respecting the cross, washing of the feet etc (AT1ii)

Activity: Liturgy booklet

Make a booklet for Year 1 pupils, using words and pictures, describing some of the actions and symbols used during Lent. 

I can retell some of the stories of Holy Week and know that Easter is the most important feast. (AT1i)

Activity: Blog. Pretend you are a character in the Holy week stories (e.g. Jesus, Mary, Peter etc) and write a daily blog for your friends about the events of the week as they happen.

I can describe some ways in which Christians try to turn away from bad and do good during Lent. (AT1iii)

Activity: Poster

Design a poster with suggestions of what Christians might do during Lent to do good.

LEVEL 3
I can make links between the Holy Week stories and belief in Jesus overcoming evil. (AT1i)

I can give reasons for some religious actions and symbols used during lent, such as blessing with ashes and veneration of the Cross. (AT1ii)

I can give reasons why Catholic Christians search for ways they can live good lives and turn away from bad things during Lent. (AT1iii)
Activity: A Lent booklet.
Design, plan and make a booklet about Lent for someone of another faith telling them about why Christians do certain things during Lent and what Christians believe about Jesus overcoming evil at Easter.

LEVEL 4
I can engage with and respond to questions around good and evil in the light of religious teaching. (AT2ii)

Activity: Work with a partner and discuss: ‘is there anything in religious teaching that will help us explore the question: ‘Does good overcome evil?’  Present your findings. 

I can show understanding of a Lenten or Easter liturgy, such as Ash Wednesday, a Penitential service, Good Friday Liturgy, Easter Vigil etc and make links between their different parts. (AT1ii)

Activity: Write a diary entry of a Christian during Lent showing understanding of the different liturgies they might take part in.

I can show understanding of how a range of Scripture stories and Church teaching on Lent show how Jesus faced and overcame evil. (AT1i)
Activity: Write an article for the school magazine entitled: ‘Jesus and the triumph of good over evil’. Use a range of Scripture (given in Here I Am) and Church teaching to show your understanding.
I can show understanding of how discernment, and belief in the triumph of good over evil at Easter, shapes life. (AT1iii)
Activity: You have been invited to speak on a radio programme about how discernment and belief in the triumph of good over evil at Easter shapes your life/the life of a Christian today. Choose a title. Make a note of your main points. Write a short script.

LEVEL 5
I can demonstrate how Church teaching on discernment gives some explanation of the meaning and purpose of life. (AT2ii)

Activity: Table talk. In small discussion groups, share what you have learnt about discernment and making choices. How might this help make sense of life? Record your conversations and play them back to the class.

I can identify sources of the belief in ‘good overcomes evil’ and explain how belief in ‘God raised Jesus to new life’ arises. (AT1i)

Activity: Prepare a presentation to explain why Christians believe in the death and resurrection of Jesus. Make references to religious sources in your presentation. Work in groups of 6 and be ready to share with the rest of the class.

I can identify similarities and differences between people’s responses to issues around what is good and the best thing to do because of their religious belief. (AT1iii)

Activity: Produce a Venn diagram to identify the similarities and differences between people’s responses to issues around what is good and the best thing to do because of their religious belief.
