LEVELS OF ATTAINMENT SUMMARY
LEVEL 1
They will be able to recognise the story of Solomon as a religious story. (AT1i)

They will be able to recognise some phrases from the Song of Songs and Psalm 147 and use some religious words in a Litany. (AT1ii)

They will recognise that some religious people care for God’s treasures of the world. (AT1iii)

Pupils will be able to talk about their own experiences and feelings around their treasures. (AT2i)

They will be able to say what they wonder about God’s world. (AT2ii)

LEVEL 2

They will be able to retell the Creation story in Genesis and know some other Scripture passages which tell of what God treasures. (AT1i)

They will be able to describe some ways in which followers of Jesus care for God’s creation. (AT1iii)

Pupils will be able to ask and respond to questions about what they and others treasure. (AT2i)

They will be able to ask questions about what they and others wonder about God’s world and realise that some of these questions are difficult to answer. (AT2ii)

LEVEL 3
Pupils will be able to make links between some Scripture passages (the Lost Coin, Genesis Creation story, Creation psalms) and belief in God giving people the world to care for. (AT1i)
They will be able to give reasons for why Catholic Christians feel it important to care for God’s treasures of the world. (AT1iii)

They will be able to make links to show how belief in caring for God’s world affects their behaviour and that of others. (AT2i)

They will be able to talk about and share with others the difficult questions they have around God’s treasures and compare their findings. (AT2ii)

LEVEL 4

Pupils will be able to show understanding of how a range of Scripture stories, Church teaching and experiences show how Catholic Christians are called to be stewards of God’s treasures. (AT1i)
They will be able to show understanding of how the call to be stewards of creation shapes life.  (AT1iii)

They will be able to show how their own and others’ decisions are informed by the Church’s call to stewardship of the world’s treasures. (AT2i)

They will be able to engage with and respond to questions around stewardship of creation in the light of religious teaching. (AT2ii)

LEVEL 5

Pupils will be able to identify sources of the belief in stewardship of creation. They will be able to explain how these beliefs arise. (AT1i)

They will be able to identify similarities and differences between people’s responses to issues around caring for God’s world because of their religious belief. (AT1iii)

They will be able to explain what beliefs and values inspire and influence them and others to take responsibility for God’s creation. (AT2i)

They will be able to demonstrate how Church teaching on stewardship gives some explanation of the meaning and purpose of life. (AT2ii)
