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Photocopying - the latest





Stuart Hanlon reports from the COPCA Co-ordinators’ and Officers’ meeting at Swanwick last month that there was a very full discussion of the issue of photocopying ID documents.  He passed on the feedback that we had received from parishes, and put the view that we should discontinue the practice.  A majority of those present were clearly in favour, along with adopting an enhanced Appendix 4 (Confirmation of Identity form).  However, it is clear that COPCA would like to continue the practice, and the matter is going out for further consultation - for example to the Administrators’ conference, which I will attend - for a ‘later’ decision by the COPCA Management Board.

They are inviting individuals as well as institutions and organisations to submit their views, but as they hope to complete their work in spring 2007 the time scale is short - the consultation period ends on 30 September.  At the moment the only way of contacting them is through the website, so for the benefit of all those who do not have ready access to the internet I have reproduced their Terms of Reference, and the Questions they are addressing, on a separate sheet here.   If you are not able to email them, and would like to put your view, write to us here in the office and we will forward it, unaltered, to the Commission. Those CRB forms….


CRB forms continue to pour in - thank you!  We have had more than 200 countersigned and sent to the CRB in the past few weeks, but we still have about 50 in the drawer awaiting updated or missing documents.  Please help us to reduce delays by checking the forms carefully before you send them in.  The CRB’s purple guide and the notes in the last Newsletter should be all you need, but please:


Print VERY NEATLY - the form is normally ‘read’ by a machine


If you make a mistake, cross it out firmly, PRINT the correct entry nearby


		(the form will then be read by a human, but only after a delay!)


In line B13, use only ‘CHURCH MINISTRY’ and CHN or VAD or CHN/VAD


Provide a full five year address history (students - just use home addresses)


Use a Documentary Evidence Sheet for any documents not listed in Section X 


Check the date limits for utility bills, bank statements, etc in the purple guide


Send copies of both parts of photocard driving licences.

Recruitment and References….


The Confidential Declaration Form (CDF) and the Criminal Records Bureau Disclosure are necessary - but not sufficient - steps in the recruitment of parish volunteers.  The parish needs to satisfy itself (and the outside world) as to the suitability of its volunteers, and a vital part of that process must be the taking up of references.  Please note that volunteers should not reference each other; and parish priests and reps may not act as referees.
