· Draw meaning from pictures, symbols, poetry and language.

· Understand religious language.

· Draw meaning from religious texts.
	Reflection

· The ability to think about feelings, experience, attitudes, beliefs, values, relationships, practices and ultimate questions (Who am I?)

and

· relate them to personal experience and

· experience of others or impact on the world around.



	Empathy

· Religious imagination.

· Power of imagination to identify feelings of love, wonder, forgiveness and sorrow.


	Evaluation

· Debate with reference to argument, evidence, opinions, and statements of faith.

· Identifying the merits of all sides of a discussion or a point of view.


	Analysis

· Distinguish between belief, fact, opinion, and statements of faith.

· Weighing claims of self-interest against individual conscience etc.



	Synthesis

· Linking significant features of religion and individual practice.


	Application

· Using religious knowledge and skills to inform everyday thinking and practice.


	Expression

· Articulate ideas and beliefs through a variety of media.
