	can recognise some stories from the Bible like Creation and  about Jesus like his Nativity and Presentation in the Temple

	can recognise religious signs and symbols in church and from stories like Noah’s Ark
can use some religious words with increasing fluency

	knows that people pray and attend Church or other places of worship because they are religious

	can talk about their feelings for characters in religious stories like Mary and Joseph at  Christmas and Jesus during Holy Week
can talk about their experience of the religious seasons like Christmas and Lent
	can say what s/he wonders about God’s world

	can retell some stories from the Old Testament like Abraham and Moses, and the Annunciation,  and various miracle stories from the New Testament
can retell some stories from the Bible like the Nativity, Zacchaeus, the Last Supper and Jesus on the road to Emmaus 
	can use the correct religious vocabulary when writing prayers and can describe symbols associated with the Trinity and the seasons of the Church’s year
can describe the symbols associated with Baptism, the Sacrament of Reconciliation and the Mass
	can describe ways in which significant religious characters like Abraham lived out their faith and can describe ways in which they and other people celebrate Advent, Christmas, Lent and Easter.

	can ask and respond to questions about religious characters and events displaying empathy with people as diverse as Abraham, Moses, Mary and the disciples 
can ask and respond to questions about their experience of religious celebrations like the Mass
	can ask questions about God and the Trinity about Heaven and the life, death and resurrection of Jesus and realises that sometimes there are no easy answers

	can make links between Bible stories like the Nativity, Zacchaeus and the Prodigal Son and beliefs about Jesus and forgiveness
can make links between the Bible stories of Abraham, Jonah, Zechariah, Holy Week and Easter and beliefs about faith and Jesus
can make links between the Bible stories about discipleship and reconciliation and the importance of trust, commitment and forgiveness
	knows the meaning of the symbols used in Baptism and Reconciliation as well as the symbols used in liturgical seasons like Advent and Lent
knows the meaning of the symbols used for the Holy Spirit, for prayer, Holy Week and Easter


	can give religious reasons why people go to Mass, perform religious duties during Lent and celebrate at Christmas and Easter
can give reasons why religious characters like Abraham, Mary and Joseph acted as they did

can give reasons why Christians behave in particular ways during Lent and Holy Week

can give reasons why Christians look after the world and why they pray and support agencies like CAFOD
	can show how their own behaviour is affected by the beliefs they hold
s/he can show how the behaviour of religious characters like Mary, Zacchaeus and disciples like Peter and doubting Thomas is affected by their beliefs.
can show how beliefs about Jesus during the first Holy Week affected their behaviour towards him
can show how a change in the disciples after Pentecost affected their behaviour

can show how the Ten Commandments affect their behaviour

	demonstrates understanding of the parables and miracles of Jesus by making links between them and showing what the Kingdom of God is like

demonstrates understanding of the true meaning of Christmas by making links to religious art and passages from the Bible which speak of peace and justice and Jesus as saviour

demonstrates understanding of the Last Supper by making links between it and the Passover 
	has planned and shows understanding of acts of worship from the liturgical year including Advent, Christmas, Lent and Holy Week 

shows understanding of different types of prayer and ways of praying

has planned and shows understanding of acts of worship on reconciliation and the Holy Spirit
shows understanding of the sacraments especially the different parts of the Mass
	can show  understanding of how religious belief shapes life

can show understanding of how the daily routine of prayer and thinking of others shapes life

can show understanding of how the Ten Commandments help shape the life of a Christian
can show understanding  how particular religious duties in Lent or those of other religions like the five pillars of Islam shape life

can show understanding of how a life dedicated to following Jesus’ example shape life


	can show how the belief that it is God’s world leads Christians to care for the world

can show how the decisions of Abraham, Moses, Jesus and the disciples to start on a new path of life were informed by their belief in a loving and compassionate God

can show how their behaviour towards others is influenced by the teaching of Jesus on forgiveness and care for those in need
	can respond to questions of  life in the light of religious teaching
have responded to questions about our capacity to forgive others in light of Jesus’ life and teaching

have responded to questions about the need for prayer in light of their own experience and Jesus’ example of prayer

have responded to questions of justice and poverty in light of what they have learned from the parables and work on CAFOD

have responded to questions about the possibility of miracles in light of their work on Jesus’ miracles
