a) suggest what they mean 

b) think of two things that would go well in the community of if people followed these ideas. 

Report back and discuss. 

Example texts – please add more: 
1) A man once asked the Prophet Muhammad what was 
the best thing is Islam, and he replied, “It is to feed the hungry and to give the greeting of peace both to those you know and to those you do not know.” Islam: Hadith of Bukhari 
2) Love the Lord your God with all your heart, all your soul and all your strength. Love your neighbour as you love yourself.

3) Whenever you see someone else hungry or thirsty or a stranger or naked or sick or in prison and do not look after them, you do not look after me, said Jesus.
