	Listening and Attention


	• Listens to and enjoys rhythmic patterns in rhymes and stories.

• Enjoys rhymes and demonstrates listening by trying to join in with actions or vocalisations.

•Can join in with actions for ‘If I were a butterfly’; (‘He’s got the whole world in his hands’; ‘Noah’s Song’) and tries to join in with the words
	• Listens with interest to the noises adults make when they read stories.

• Shows interest in play with sounds, songs and rhymes.

•Can listen with interest to the poem and songs about God’s creation and the picture book ‘Guess how much I love you’.
•Can use sounds of creation (e.g. animal) in play through repeated words and rhyme
	• Listens to others one to one or in small groups, when conversation interests them.

• Joins in with repeated refrains and anticipates key events and phrases in rhymes and stories.

• Listens to stories with increasing attention and recall.
•Can anticipate and repeat refrains and repeat word patterns in a Creation story, poem or song.

•Can listen to stories about creation with increasing attention and recall
	• Maintains attention, concentrates and sits quietly during appropriate activity.

•Can sit quietly during Circle time and small group activities based on the Creation story

•Can maintain attention during Circle Time activity based on God’s creation

	Early Learning Goal
Children listen attentively in a range of situations. They listen to stories about Creation, accurately anticipating key events and respond to what they hear with relevant comments, questions or actions. They give their attention to what others say and respond appropriately, while engaged in another activity.


	Understanding
	• Selects familiar objects by name and will go and find objects when asked, or identify objects from a group.

• Understands simple sentences (e.g. ‘Throw the ball.’)
•Can identify objects during a “Simon Says” game (God says) within the creation story and creation area. 

•Can identify objects associated with God’s creation during a sorting activity 

	• Understands ‘who’, ‘what’, ‘where’ in simple questions (e.g. Who’s that/can? What’s that? Where is.?).

• Developing understanding of simple concepts (e.g. big/little).
•Can understand simple questions about God’s creation: ‘Who’s that?’ in stories they hear; ‘What did God create?’ Where would you find..?’ using creation area to ask questions
•Can understand big things and little things God created (sorting activity or on a creation walk)

	• Beginning to understand ‘why’ and ‘how’ questions.
In work on gifts and talents:
•Can show they are beginning to understand ‘why’ and ‘how’ questions: ‘Why is this a good gift to have?’ ‘How can you show you are a good friend (of God)?’
	• Able to follow a story without pictures or props.

• Listens and responds to ideas expressed by others in conversation or discussion.
•Can follow the story of creation without pictures or props

•Can listen and respond to ideas expressed in circle time or group activities about God’s creation or gifts and talents they have.


	Early Learning Goal
They answer ‘how’ and ‘why’ questions about their experiences and in response to stories or events about God’s creation. 


	Speaking
	• Beginning to ask simple questions.

• Beginning to talk about people and things that are not present.
•Can ask simple questions about God’s world, ‘What’s this?’

•Can talk about things in creation not present

	• Uses a variety of questions (e.g. what, where, who).

• Uses simple sentences (e.g.’ Mummy gonna work.’)

•Can use a variety of questions about God’s world
•Can use simple sentences about God’s world e.g. ‘God made trees’; God made me’; God loves me’ etc
	• Questions why things happen and gives explanations. Asks e.g. who, what, when, how.
• Uses talk in pretending that objects stand for something else in play, e.g. ‘This box is my castle.’

•Can talk about God’s world and why things happen and give explanations, asking ‘who’, ‘what’, ‘when’, ‘how’. 

•Can use talk in pretending that objects stand for something else in Creation play
	• Uses language to imagine and recreate roles and experiences in play situations.

• Links statements and sticks to a main theme or intention.

• Introduces a storyline or narrative into their play.
•Can use language to recreate stories of God’s creation in play situations
•Can link statements when speaking about God’s creation

•Can stick to the main theme when engaged in talk about God’s creation

•Can introduce a storyline or narrative into their play on God’s world.

	Early Learning Goal
Children express themselves effectively, showing awareness of listeners’ needs. They develop their own narratives and explanations by connecting ideas or events from God’
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
