	Reading


	• Interested in books and rhymes and may have favourites.
•Shows interest in picture books and rhymes about families and Christmas, and may have a favourite.
	• Has some favourite stories, rhymes, songs, poems or jingles.

• Repeats words or phrases from familiar stories.

• Fills in the missing word or phrase in a known rhyme, story or game, e.g. ‘Humpty Dumpty sat on a …’
•Can repeat words or phrases from familiar stories about families (‘Monkey Puzzle’ by Julia Donaldson, ‘Can’t you sleep little bear?’, ‘Peace at Last’).
•Can fill in a missing word or phrase in a known rhyme or story about families or Christmas
	• Enjoys rhyming and rhythmic activities.

• Listens to and joins in with stories and poems, one-to-one and also in small groups.

• Beginning to be aware of the way stories are structured.

• Shows interest in illustrations and print in books and print in the environment.

• Joins in with repeated refrains and anticipates key events and phrases in rhymes and stories.

• Recognises rhythm in spoken words.

• Suggests how the story might end.

• Handles books carefully

• Holds books the correct way up and turns pages.

• Listens to stories with increasing attention and recall.

• Describes main story settings, events and principal characters.

• Looks at books independently.
•Can demonstrate these aspects within the topic of God’s Family
	• Continues a rhyming string.

• Begins to read words and simple sentences.

• Uses vocabulary and forms of speech that are increasingly influenced by their experiences of books.

• Enjoys an increasing range of books.

• Knows that information can be retrieved from books and computers.
•Can demonstrate these aspects within the topic of God’s Family
•Can show enjoyment of different types of books: fiction and non-fiction about families, big books and picture books
	Early Learning Goal
Children read and understand simple sentences about families, Advent and Christmas. They demonstrate understanding when talking with others about what they have read about families, Advent and Christmas.

	• Distinguishes between the different marks they make.
•Can say what different marks stand for in their work on God’s Family
ASSESSED TASK

•Given a populated Nativity scene, children can identify relevant figures and objects
	• Sometimes gives meaning to marks as they draw and paint.

• Ascribes meanings to marks that they see in different places
•Can give meaning to what they have drawn or painted about their family, Advent and Christmas.
ASSESSED TASK

•Given a basic background nativity scene, children can populate the scene with relevant figures and objects

	• Gives meaning to marks they make as they draw, write and paint.

• Attempts to write short sentences in meaningful contexts.
•Can give meaning to what they write about their family, Advent and Christmas
•Can write short sentences about their family and about Christmas
ASSESSED TASK

•Why did God send Jesus? Around a picture of the Nativity ask the question and children through pictures, labels or captions give an answer

	Early Learning Goal
Children write simple sentences about their family and about Christmas and its meaning which can be read by themselves and others. Some words are spelt correctly and others are phonetically plausible.
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
