	Making Relationships


	•Builds relationships with special people
•Interacts with others and explores new situations when supported by familiar person

•Shows interest in the activities of others and responds differently to children and adults, e.g. may be more interested in watching children than adults or may pay more attention when children talk to them

•Can respond to people who are special to them showing recognition through bodily movements

•Can explore new environment in the classroom 

•Can explore new situations or topic through different objects, musical instruments or textures
	• Plays alongside others.

• Plays cooperatively with a familiar adult

•Can play alongside using Godly Play materials (Zacchaeus) or in a familiar situation in the home corner
•Can play taking turns and sharing resources with small world and wooden puzzles (e.g. building a small world story around the story of Basil the Bull [p. 74 Teacher’s Book])
	• Interested in others’ play and starting to join in.

• Seeks out others to share experiences.

• Shows affection and concern for people who are special to them.

•Given some material props the children can move the characters in a certain way

•Can continue with the story playing with the props
•Can join in with class worship

•Can show concern for people by saying “sorry”.
	• Can play in a group, extending and elaborating play ideas, e.g. building up a role-play activity with other children.

• Demonstrates friendly behaviour, initiating conversations and forming good relationships with peers and familiar adults
• Initiates play, offering cues to peers to join them.

• Keeps play going by responding to what others are saying or doing.
In home corner and outdoor continuous provision
•Can role play the story of Zacchaeus
•Can demonstrate friendliness in the outdoor area building large props for the story of Zacchaeus (the tree, his house etc) 
•Can keep play going by responding to each other or different characters – how react to Jesus etc. 
	• Initiates conversations, attends to and takes account of what others say.

• Explains own knowledge and understanding, and asks appropriate questions of others.
• Takes steps to resolve conflicts with other children

•Can listen and respond to what they hear about other peoples’ stories about being sad, sorrowful and joyful and in stories like Zacchaeus 

•Can ask a question(s) about the role play they’re taking part in and listen to what is happening

•Can ask questions about the role play of others and what others have drawn or made.

•Can talk about the religious aspect of what they have drawn or seen in a poster or picture book on the story of Zacchaeus. 

•Can respond to ‘I wonder’ sentence starters.
•Can express, in some way, how they can show they are sorry or joyful.
•Can show that sharing and taking turns can resolve conflicts with other children
	Early Learning Goal
Children play co-operatively, taking turns with others. They listen to each other. They show sensitivity to others’ needs and feelings and form positive relationships with adults and other children by sharing resources, taking turns and saying sorry.


	Self-confidence and self-awareness
	•Learns that own voice and actions have effects on others

• Engages other person to help achieve  a goal
•Can use hand gestures, pointing  and noises to effect change

•Can engage with another person to play with story props
	• Explores new toys and environments
•  Gradually able to engage in pretend play with toys

In new area not usually play in or as continuous provision within the home corner:
•Can explore objects and resources for the topic
•Can engage in pretend play within the home corner or with small world activities 
	• Expresses own preferences and interests.
•Can express what they like best about a story – Zacchaeus, loaves and fish etc
•Can say which character they want to be in a story or role play
	• Can select and use activities and resources with help.
•Enjoys responsibility of carrying out small tasks.

•Confident to talk to other children when playing, and will communicate freely about own home and community.
•Can select materials to create their own “sorry” card or Easter card
•Can select materials to build a story

•Can set up the worship table or carry out a small task in a worship/help set up the role play
•Can use picture cards, recording equipment, big books to help them to sequence the story of Zacchaeus, The Loaves and Fish 
•Can talk about their home life or saying sorry when engaged in continuous provision in the home corner
	• Confident to speak to others about own needs, wants, interests and opinions.

• Can describe self in positive terms and talk about abilities
•Can talk about their own interests and opinions in response to a story or in circle time
•Can talk how a gift or talent makes them joyful or happy
•Can talk in positive terms about what they will promise to do for Lent


	Early Learning Goal
Children are confident to try new activities, and say why they like some activities more than others.  They are confident to speak in a familiar group, will talk about their ideas, and will choose the resources they need for their chosen activities (making ‘sorry’ or Easter cards) They say when they do or don’t need help.



	Managing feelings and behaviour
	• Beginning to understand ‘yes’, ‘no’ and some boundaries
•Can recognise the use of ‘yes’ and ‘no’ and some boundaries when engaged in activities with an adult and other children
	• Is aware of others’ feelings, for example, looks concerned if hears crying or looks excited if hears a familiar happy voice.
•Responds to a few appropriate boundaries, with encouragement and support.

•Begins to learn that some things are theirs, some things are shared, and some things belong to other people.
Continuous within the topic and observed in home corner/circle time:
•Can show awareness of others feelings – shows happiness and does say ‘sorry’
•Can take turns in activities

•Can share resources and gives back what is not theirs
	• Can express their own feelings such as sad, happy, cross, scared, worried

•Can express their own feelings about the story of Zacchaeus and Loaves and Fish etc
•Can express feelings of sadness, sorrow and happiness

	• Aware of own feelings, and knows that some actions and words can hurt others’ feelings

• Can usually adapt behaviour to different events, social situations and changes in routine.

• Begins to accept the needs of others and can take turns and share resources, sometimes with support from others.
•Can show awareness through circle time and through use of stories like Alfie stories and Zacchaeus that some actions and words can make people sad or angry
•Can adapt behaviour to different settings whole school worship or assembly – in hall in Church

•Can take turns and share resources throughout the topic ‘Sorrow and Joy’

	•Understands that own actions affect other people, for example, becomes upset or tries to comfort another child when they realise that have upset them.
•Aware of the boundaries set, and of behavioural expectations in the setting.

•Can show they understand that their actions affect others through the story of Peter

•Can show they are aware of expectations through responding and adhering to ‘how Jesus would like us to live/behave’ using the ‘Golden Rule’ and saying “sorry”. 
	Early Learning Goal
Children talk about how they and others show feelings, talk about their own and others’ behaviour and its consequences and know that some behaviour is unacceptable. They work as part of a group or class, and understand and follow the rules. They adjust their behaviour to different situations, and take changes of routine in their stride.
