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	1.Have the opportunity to know and understand that God made each person in his image, so every life is important and should be protected
Reflect on our response to this belief.

	Show the children the passage from Genesis 1:27 about God making us in his own image
Show on interactive board a mosaic of Jesus made up of photographs of different people: talk about what it shows

Distribute blow ups of a section of the mosaic, one per table

(by showing a picture of Jesus as a means of teaching ‘made in God’s image’ it is likely that pupils will talk about ‘being like Jesus’, which will be important when putting the belief into practice)
Teach through questioning and modelling that the text and painting teach: 
- God is creator

- We are children of God

- Image of God is about good use of our intelligence

- We are Stewards of Creation

	 
For each table, in groups, talk about and feedback: 

1. How is each person different?

2. How do these people reflect God’s image?
Give out A3 sheets with think bubbles. Ask the children to fill in the think bubbles: How do these people reflect God’s image?

Feedback: pair up and share ideas. Teacher asks for feedback as a class.

In pairs: Is there anyone missing in your picture who you will find in the world: who is not included? (Elderly, disability etc.).
Introduce text of Genesis 2:7 and the image of The Creation of Adam – see Teacher’s Notes for example

In pairs, children think about the features of the painting and the text and what beliefs about God and human beings they may show

Using all, or selected, resources pupils note down the meanings of ‘Being made in God’s image’ and begin to note down how these beliefs should influence the way they live/treat others and the world they live in

	Teacher can emphasise in feedback time the importance of 
rights, responsibilities and commitment etc. and the fact that belonging together means we can share and help each other
Introduce ‘I belong?’ Tri Venn diagram (A3?)

Teacher completes their own Personal Shield showing: “I Belong?”
	For each table, in pairs/trios, talk about and feedback: 

1. What do I belong to?
2. How do I or other people know I belong? (if it were a team or club: e.g. kit, subs, training, rules, conduct, commitment etc.)
Pupils fill in diagram in note form on family, community, country guided by teacher 
Pupils complete individual Personal Shield showing in words, pictures, symbols and colours to what they belong and their symbols of belonging

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	3. Have an opportunity to know that the Church is the Body of Christ: one people in Christ
Reflect on its meaning and how belonging to the Body of Christ may influence our actions

	
	Go onto playground/hall and ask the class to arrange itself into a human sculpture, either sitting or lying down, of the church
· If they get into the shape of a building discuss, who all or most or some of them are (Christians) in this shape. Who do Christians follow? =Jesus

So the church is not a just a building, but the people who follow Christ
· This time class arranges itself into the shape of the human figure (Christ): We are the Church
	Back in the classroom give out in small groups the image of the Body of Christ which uses 1 Corinthians

Give out bibles (Good News) or the text of Ephesians 4:1-7; 11-16

Working together pupils:

- analyse the texts 

- noting how they are connected      - drawing out main themes:
a. how is each Christian part of the body?

b. how does being part of the body help Christians?

c. in what ways do Christians show they belong to the Body/Church?

Select a fact file and relate to the teaching of Ephesians 4:1-7; 11-16 and 1 Corinthians 12:27. Pair and share how they live/lived out the bible teaching and how they help/helped others. Some internet research could be done

	If the world were 100 people:
the first five slides are about diversity the other nine are about inequality – the teacher/pupils could convert the information to pie charts showing %. Pause the U Tube clip to focus on particular aspects that are of interest or need explaining

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	5. Have an opportunity to know what Solidarity is and the Church’s ‘Works of Mercy’

Reflect on the meaning of solidarity and how the Works of Mercy can be lived out today

	Explore the meaning of ‘Solidarity’ with the pupils:

Solidarity helps you to see that all human beings are members of one family. We are all brothers and sisters who depend on each other for everything. If you see that someone or a group of people are in need, in solidarity with them you help them. Solidarity acts out the “golden rule”. You treat everyone with respect and you treat whoever you meet or help as another ‘you’ or self. Solidarity teaches you to see other people’s needs and to act to meet their needs before meeting your own. Solidarity is a cure for selfishness.
End piece of work is a summary of the unit. Pupils create an Art work or a word play poster (e.g. a scrabble board) entitled:

‘Where is Jesus in need today?’ 

Or

‘Jesus is in need today’
	Pair and share what each work of mercy means and give examples of it in practice (bury the dead is not required for this task)

Relate the Works of Mercy to the Parable of the Final Judgement (Sheep and Goats)

Pupils using their knowledge of stories from the life of Jesus and their knowledge of bible passages suggests occasions when Jesus or others lived out the works of mercy

E.g.: - hungry (Feeding 5000)

-thirsty (Jesus on the Cross)

- shelter, birth of Jesus (Luke 2:4-7)

- clothe the naked, Luke 3:11 ‘“Anyone who has two shirts should share with the one who has none.’
-visit the sick (miracle stories, Jarius’ Daughter (Luke 8:40-56), cure of Peter’s mother-in-law (Luke 4:38-41)

-bury the dead (Lazarus; Jesus in the tomb)

-give to the poor (Matthew 6:3-4; Rich Young Man “You lack one thing: go, sell all that you have and give to the poor, and you will have treasure in heaven; and come, follow me.” (Mark 10:17-31)

Using a grid of 3 sections pupils note 1. down the work of mercy, 2. its various meanings and an example from the bible 3. How they can live it out today
