Make simple links between the Hail Mary and the stories of the Annunciation and Visitation, using a given source (e.g. artwork, prayer, verbal discussion) (GD)

Describe ways that Catholics show they honour Mary for her role in God’s plan (the Incarnation) (GD)
Suggest answers to questions like ‘What matters most at Christmas and why?’ (in context of PB pp. 26-28) (GD)
